Fr. John’s Pastoral Corner...

Many of us rang in 2022 by making some new year’s
resolutions. Some of us have committed to losing weight
and being healthy, others are resolved to do more for
others, and some want to be more positive. All such
resolutions are good and meaningful. But let’s be honest,
how many of us give up on these resolutions as the new
year progresses? It usually begins with an excuse as to
why we aren’t following through with our resolution.
Ultimately, excuse after excuse leads to permission to
abandon them altogether. So, the question is, why do we
fail year after year with our good intentions? The short
answer is that if we intend to give up something, we must
equally be willing to give back.

In my homily for the Epiphany of the Lord, I invited
each of us to bring to the child Jesus the gifts of our
wounds, brokenness, failings, shame, addictions, and
sins. Perhaps you initially felt that such “gifts” were
undeserving or unfit to give to Jesus? But these gifts are
far more valuable and honorable to Jesus than the Magi’s
gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. Jesus did not
come for honor and glory, He came rather, to heal and
redeem us. The Savior of the world needs people who
want to be saved, and the only way that He can save is if
we are willing to permit Jesus to save us. In other words,
we must be willing and desiring to be healed. We must
be willing to give up and give back. Jesus can’t take our
“gifts” of our woundedness and messiness unless we are
willing to give them to Him. It requires us to let such
pain and suffering go. This is why we often fail our new
year’s resolutions year after year. So, let’s try something
totally different together. If you want to be healthier
in mind, body, and spirit, then offer Jesus those
obstacles that hold you back from a happier,
healthier, and holier life.

En mi homilia para la Epifania del Sefior, invité a cada uno
de nosotros a llevar al nifio Jesus los dones de nuestras
heridas, quebrantamiento, fallas, vergiienza, adicciones y
pecados. ;/Quizas inicialmente sentiste que tales "dones" no
merecian o no eran aptos para darselos a Jests? Pero estos
dones son mucho mas valiosos y honorables para Jests que
los regalos de oro, incienso y mirra de los Reyes Magos.
Jesuis no vino por honor y gloria, sino que vino para
sanarnos y redimirnos. El Salvador del mundo necesita
personas que quieran ser salvadas, y la inica manera en
que El puede salvar es si estamos dispuestos a permitir que
Jests nos salve. En otras palabras, debemos estar
dispuestos y deseando ser sanados. Debemos estar
dispuestos a rendirnos y retribuir. Jesus no puede tomar
nuestros "dones" de nuestra herida y desorden a menos que
estemos dispuestos a darselos a El. Requiere que dejemos ir
tal dolor y sufrimiento. Es por eso que a menudo fallamos
en nuestras resoluciones de afio nuevo afio tras afio.

Father John’s corner continued

In the Gospel this Sunday, Jesus turns water into wine. If
Jesus can turn H»0 into wine, then there is nothing
stopping Jesus from turning anything bland, tasteless, or
crude into something delightful and pleasant. As fully
human and fully divine, Jesus can transform anything
created into something beautiful. Imagine what Jesus can
do with those areas in our lives that need healing and
transformation. As Jesus was brought in to fix an
embarrassing party faux pas, so can Jesus be brought in
to fix anything in our lives that needs repairing. We just
need to go to Him and tell Jesus our problem regardless
of how embarrassing our problem may be.

If we need assistance in going to Jesus, we can turn to
His mother, Mary as did the wedding couple of Cana.
She will lead us by the hand to her Son Jesus. As she did
in Cana, she will encourage us “to do whatever He tells
you.” So, what do we have to lose in going to Jesus or
going to Jesus through Mary? Nothing. We just have
more to lose if we do nothing.

Evangelization and Discipleship in the “Workplace”

Please understand. I love parishes, and I honor and
appreciate the people who work in then. Ireally do. ButI
can’t lie when I say that most parish offices feel a lot more
like insurance companies and dentist offices than the
spiritual field hospitals that Pope Francis talks about. There
is a surprising lack of joy, enthusiasm and even camaraderie
in many of them, which hurts the people who work there as
much as it does the people who come to the parsh office
looking for the love of Jesus while they’re asking about a
wedding, a funeral or a baptism.

What can be done? First, pastors and parish leaders need to
change their expectations about what a parish office should
be. Rather than a clearing house for administration, it
should be a living, active, joyful beehive of human
interaction, one where visitors, volunteers and co-workers
are actively welcomed, discipled and loved every time they
arrive. Does real work need to get done? Of course. But
never at the expense of spreading the Gospel. I can’t
imagine that St. Paul, while he was making tents, ignored
the spiritual needs of the people around him, even if he had
a lot of work to do.

Second, pastors and parish leaders need to look around at
the people they work with every day and identify those who
need to be evangelized and discipled. One parish leadership
team actually had every team member adopt two people in
the parish for discipleship, knowing that changing the
culture had to begin with them.

Pero
nunca a expensas de difundir el Evangelio. No puedo imaginar
que San Pablo, mientras hacia tiendas de campaifia, ignorara
las necesidades espirituales de las personas que lo rodeaban,
incluso si tenia mucho trabajo que hacer.

En segundo lugar, los pastores y los lideres parroquiales deben
mirar a su alrededor a las personas con las que trabajan todos
los dias e identificar a aquellos que necesitan ser
evangelizados y discipulados. Un equipo de liderazgo
parroquial en realidad hizo que cada miembro del equipo
adoptara a dos personas en la parroquia para el discipulado,
sabiendo quela cultura tenia que comenzarcon ellos.
