You may recall, when we first began our limited re-open of the 
Mass, back in June, the distribution of communion occurred 
after the Final Blessing and Dismissal—it felt so odd, like saying, 
“The Body of Christ….get out!” I’m so grateful to have it occur in 
its rightful place, but it’s all part of carefully taking baby steps in 
this process of moving back to what is normal—again, carefully.  
 
We have been one of the few parishes who have distributed 
communion by coming out into the pews (as opposed to pro-
cessing forward toward the altar platform, the way we did so 
prior to Covid-19). In some ways, it’s served us well: it’s practical 
and efficient, but it’s not what our Catholic ritual calls for. Re-
ceiving holy communion rightly involves a procession for those 
who receive our Lord, reminding us that we are a pilgrim peo-
ple, on the move (unless, of course, one is limited in their mobil-
ity). 
 
In the coming weeks we intend to move back to that manner of 
receiving communion—as most all the other parishes have been 
doing it—and we intend to guide us back to it in a careful man-
ner, to ensure as best we can, the safety of all. 
 
A word of update on our two parish sons, in formation to be 
ordained deacons—Dave Field and Brian Freese. I remind you 
that along with 25-ish other men from various parishes through-
out the Archdiocese, Dave and Brian have been actively discern-
ing and in formation for more than four years now. 
 
Most of it has involved weekend-long gatherings each month. 
This may not seem like much, however given all the studying, 
writing-papers, hours of ministry to those in need, as well as 
upholding their obligations to family and employers, it’s been a 
very heavy load. While I know they enjoy the formation—the 
processes, the steps—having brought so much invaluable expe-
rience and learning, I also know they are excited about simply 
getting on with diaconal ministry. 
 
Dave, Brian and their classmates would be ordained just before 
Christmas. If it’s God’s will that they are to be ordained (as the 
date draws closer each day, it seems increasingly to be!), we will 
look forward, as a parish, to celebrating in whatever way Covid-
19 guidelines permit.  
 
I should also add that even if they are to be ordained, it remains 
unclear where they would be assigned. Potentially, it could be a 
neighboring parish, though it remains my hope that they would 
serve the people of God at St. Joseph! Our beloved Deacon Pat 
has been a great source of support and a great example for 
them, and I’m tremendously grateful for his role and influence. 
In the meantime, please continue to pray for our parish sons.
