Life in Fatima 
 

In the Marto and Santos families, children who reached seven years of age began to be entrusted with household chores 
and the care of sheep.  They would take the flocks to graze in fields belonging to their parents as did the “Little Shep-
herds,” Lúcia, Jacinta, and Francisco. 
 
Flocks provided livelihood for the family through the sale of sheep on the market and through products for the home, 
including milk, cheese, and wool for mats, shawls, and clothing.  Sister Lúcia said that the village women of her day would 
dress modestly and with respect for human dignity. 
 
At this part in Chapter One of Calls, Sister Lúcia digresses for a few pages to write about clothing and its purpose.  She 
quotes at length the following passages from the Book of Genesis: Gn. 2:16-17; 3:6-21.  Clothing is a sign of penance for our 
sins, a punishment for sin, a protection against sin, and a reminder of the laws of God, which we must obey.  Men and 
women need to dress decently, modestly, and with dignity.  Indecent clothing are incentives to sin and those so dressed 
are responsible not only for their own sins of immodesty, but also for the sins of other people who gaze at them with lust.  
Lúcia uses the metaphor of hunting to describe how indecent fashions are “a trick of the devil, a clever trap in which the 
devil catches souls, in the same way as hunters catch game in the woods and fields.”* 
 
After Adam and Eve sinned, their shame prompted them to cover themselves with fig leaves.  The Lord did not think this 
was enough, so He took the skins of animals and gave them to Adam and Eve to cover their bodies.  The Lord also im-
posed on them the obligation to work, “telling them to cultivate the earth until they return to the ground from which 
they were taken, in other words until they die.”  Then the Lord expelled Adam and Eve from the Garden of Eden. 
 
Modest clothing serves as punishment and penance for our sins and as a protection against sin.  But our clothes also 
serve to distinguish us and set “us apart in the stream of immorality and enabling us to be, for the world, true witnesses 
of Christ.  Clothing also serves to remind us of the laws of God, and of our serious obligation to obey them.” 
 
Lúcia quotes Numbers 15:38-39 where God asked the Israelites to wear tassels on their clothes to remind them to keep 
the commandments and not to go after “the desires of your hearts and your eyes” (Numbers 15:39).  Although we are not 
required to wear these tassels as the Israelites were, God does want us to keep in mind that we are obliged to wear 
clothes that are modest and so remind ourselves to keep the Lord’s commandments. 
 
In conclusion, let us see what Lúcia writes about the obligation to work, which is a penance for our sins. 
 

[We should] work in [the] spirit of penance … in reparation for our sins … in a spirit of reparation and chari-
ty for the salvation of our neighbor.  …  [Work] is a duty that no-one can escape from, for the law of work 
applies to everyone, rich and poor, wise and foolish, superior and subjects.  If by the work we do, and the 
lives we lead, we can offer salutary penance to God; if we can by this means earn Heaven and win salva-
tion, why would we want to be lost?

This weekend we 
participate in the 
proclamation of the 
passion and death of 
Jesus according to the 
Gospel of Mark.

Jesus’ obedience is a 
lesson for those who are good stewards of their life in 
Christ. Let us reflect how we might be more obedient to 
the will of God instead of our own will.
