January 1, 2023

Dear Family of God,
Happy seventh day of Christmas, happy Feast of Mary, the Mother of God and happy New Year;
in that order! We continue to glory in the gift of God as the hope and foundation of our lives.
May you find the grace hidden in each day, for God is waiting for you, and longing for you, to
walk with you. This is my prayer for you as we begin the civil year.

The Solemnity of Mary, the Mother of God is also a day when we are encouraged to pray for
peace in the world. How desperately our world needs the divine gift of peace, and the human will
to act on that grace! What can you do to further peace among the family and friends who are part
of your life? I know in my own life, there are hurts that need to be forgiven and grievances that
need to be let go. Asking Jesus to heal what has been hurt in me can lead to the grace to forgive;
but if that hurt is not healed by God, we will find it very difficult to forgive. So, pray for healing
from God, forgiveness of others and peace in our hearts. For God is waiting for you, and longing
for you, to walk with you.

We all owe a great debt of gratitude to those who assisted in making our Advent/Christmas
prayer so beautiful. As I said on Christmas day: myself, Fr. Tony, Johndy, our intern, our Deacon
couples, all who work and serve at Beatitudes are richly blessed by the many volunteers who
carry on the work of Jesus. And we are blessed by all of you and your support of that mission. It
is clear to me that God is longing to be with us and to walk with us; I see the sign of His
presence in you.

What to do when a child discloses abuse?
When a child discloses abuse, the first thing

to remember is to stay calm. Coming
forward takes incredible courage and trust;
it is usually very hard for children to open

up. If a child discloses abuse to you, it is
important to listen fully to what he or she is
saying. Limit your questions to short, simple

queries: What happened? Who did this?
Where? When? Let the child know you want

to help and coming forward is the right
thing to do. As soon as possible, make a
report with a child protection agency in
