Encourage Deeper Understanding Of Scripture

If you had to summarize the essential core of the Christian life,
what would it be? Mercy, truth, or love? The readings today
suggest another word which may surprise you. That word is
priesthood. St Peter says to us, “You are a ‘chosen race,
a royal priesthood...”” To be part of a priesthood is to offer a par-
ticular sacrifice in order for the community to survive and thrive.
Jesus is the great high priest because he offers the one perfect
sacrifice which heals and perfects the entire human race.
Peter the Apostle wants us to know that all the baptized share in
this priestly ministry. The whole of our lives, including every
detail, is meant to become our acceptable offering to God.

The baptized exercise this priesthood in many ways, I’ll mention three.
At Sunday Mass, in private prayer, and in daily work. At Mass,
we offer the sacrifice of our lives with that of the priest,
who symbolizes Christ the Priest. In our prayer, a “morning offering”
prayer is a great way to offer up all the joys and sufferings of the
day to come. In our daily work, we sacrifice our time, comfort,
money, and energy to do good for others. All this gives the
deepest possible meaning to our lives: we share in the priesthood which
saves the world. That’s at the core of our faith. -- Fr John Muir

Bea's Closet has been very busy this quarter. We have donated over 7,300 diapers, given out 10 baby bins,
and spent time helping the Wrapped in Love Diaper Bank get off the ground and running. We've had two training
sessions for people wanting to know how to wrap diapers in bundles of 25, made presentations to churches and businesses,
explained how to start a diaper drive at several entities, and will host Baghdad High School Students this Wednesday at
the storage facility as they bring up their hard earned money, diapers, and baby bin donations to help us increase inventory.

So far we have been able to welcome 7 agencies into the diaper program, but many more are awaiting their
invitation to join! We can accept them only as inventory permits, so that is what we are working on now.

Praise be to God, we are now serving, besides Yavapai County, Navajo and Apache counties too! Heavy on my heart
was being able to help the Native Americans who largely live in those counties and we had no way of knowing how
to do that. God brought NACOG (an agency that helps the poor throughout Arizona) to partner with us as they
needed storage space for their diaper program. As we offered the storage space, they were now able to serve the
people in the northern counties, and part of that extends to the Native American tribes! What a great God we serve!

Thank you to all of you who have given and continue to help us with our program of helping the foster/adoptive/
kinship families. We have so many 'thank you' cards from them, sharing how the baby bins and diapers have helped
them through a time of crisis. May God reward you richly for your selfless, generous hearts® God bless you!
