CELEBRATIONS OF SACRAMENT

Baptism are being celebrated every Saturday at
10:00 am, 12:00 pm, and 2:00 pm. Please make an
appointment with the Parish Office to schedule a
Baptism interview and to register for the required
preparation class. The preparation class is being held
every second and fourth Thursday of the month at
6:30PM.

FIRST EUCHARIST: We accept children who are at
least in first grade and seven years old. We have two
classes: one is every Thursday from 6:45 pm to 8:00
pm and the other is every Saturday from 9:15 am to
10:30 am. Registration starts in late July or early Au-
gust.

CONFIRMATION: It is a two-year program. First
Year Confirmandi meet every first and third Friday
while Second Year Confirmandi meet every second
and fourth Friday. Both will have a mandatory
Confirmation Retreat. Regular Class time is 6:30 pm
to 8:45 pm. We accept children who are at least in
seventh grade and up to Junior High (eleventh
grade). Registration starts in late July or early
August.

Marriage: Before planning your wedding, please
make an appointment with one of our priest.
Marriage preparation usually takes at least six
months period to complete.

Pastoral Care of the Sick: Extra-Ordinary Ministers
of the Holy Eucharist make pastoral visit to
parishioners who are sick either confined in the
hospitals, skilled nursing facilities, care homes, or at
the convenient of their own home. Also, it is for
parishioners who are homebound, i.e. their health or
medical conditions could be compromised when they
leave home. Pastoral visit comprise of the respectful
distribution of the Holy Eucharist to the sick; and as
well, as giving them emotional, social, and spiritual
support through profound and thoughtful prayers.

Anointing of the Sick: In this Church's Sacrament,
through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who
touches the sick to heal them from sin - and
sometimes even from physical ailment. There is no
need to wait until a person is at the point of death to
receive the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the
serious nature of the illness or frailty of old age is
sufficient. To request, please call the parish office.
Outside office hours, kindly call (408) 966-4612.
In addition, the Sacrament is also conferred during
the communal celebration at the morning Mass every
first Saturday of the month.

GOSPEL MEDITATION
ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

This week we hear of the man who inquires of Jesus
how to obtain eternal life. He rejects Jesus’ invitation
to sell his goods, give to the poor, and follow Jesus.
Mark tells us this devastatingly sad line, “At this
saying, his countenance fell and he went away
sorrowful; for he had great possessions” (Mark
10:22). The man’s heart wasn’t centered on Jesus, but
on his possessions. Perhaps Jesus intuited this. Now, we
don’t know if Jesus intended to actually make him go
through with it, like God’s call to test Abraham'’s
willingness to sacrifice Isaac. But sadly, in this case
the willingness was not there to entrust everything to
Jesus. And this made the man deeply sad.

For most of us, the literal dispossessing of our goods
is not our call. But as Christians, a consistent
renouncing of them is. This week, especially if you're
noticing a persisting sadness, I invite you to hear
Jesus calling you to acknowledge that none of your
possessions are finally yours. They are God’s and on
loan to you. We get so addicted to that stuffy and sad
word, "mine.” At Mass, we rehearse this attitude of
joyful detachment by giving bread, wine, and money to
the Lord, as if to say, “Lord, all I have is yours.” And
what we get back is a sadness-defeating joy beyond all
description: knowing that He is ours, and we are His.

What possessions are pre-occupying you at the moment?
Write them down. Intentionally offer them to the Lord at the
next Mass you attend.

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

Why don’t Catholics add the “For yours is the
Kingdom ...” prayer at the end of the Our Father like
Protestants do? Where did it come from?

Answer:

The conclusion of the Lord’s Prayer that you refer to is
called a doxology, which is a prayer of glory and praise.
This particular doxology we do use in the Mass. After the
Our Father, the priest prays the prayer that begins,
“Deliver us, Lord, we pray, from every evil...” and the
people respond with the doxology. The doxology is not
found in the Bible, but it is very ancient. It was first
found in The Didache, also called “The Teaching of the
Twelve Apostles,” which dates probably from about the

The rich young man was not sad as he walked away from
Jesus because he was losing his riches. He was sad because he
wasn't — because he couldn’t, He couldn't give them up. Such
is the dark magic of materialism: it takes hold when you're not

looking. He thought he was being a good person and doing
good things. But he had given his heart away, and he hadn't
given it to God. And now he couldn’t get it back.

Whatever of this world we seek to possess — dollars, cars,
clothes, prestige — will come to possess us, in the end.

year AD 90. It was a letter of instruction to early
converts to Christianity. Protestantism dates only to the
sixteenth century, so the doxology is actually a Catholic
prayer. Some scholars and the catechism (#2760)
indicate that the doxology was connected to the
celebration of the Eucharist and was not used apart from
it. Remember, both the Lord’s Prayer and the

Eucharist were part of the “mysteries of faith,” things
taught only to believers. Ironically, a remnant of a prayer
used during the celebration of the Eucharist has comes to
be used widely by many Christian churches that do not
celebrate the Eucharist! Truth is indeed stranger than
fiction!
