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             “That at the name of Jesus every knee should bend,” (Phil 2:10a) 
 
As we come to the end of Lent, our attention focuses on the cross of Christ, the one who emptied him-
self, who humbled himself by becoming one of us, and who through love, died on the cross for us. All 
of our Lenten offerings seem so miniscule when compared to what Jesus did for you and me. This Sun-
day’s Gospel narrates the Lord’s Passion, His unjust trial, His suffering, His public humiliation and 

eventual crucifixion. He gave His all for the forgiveness of our sins and our subsequent reconciliation through his resur-
rection. The question that comes to mind is how do we respond to such love? St. Paul, in the second reading from the 
Letter to the Philippians helps us to understand what we are to do, that we are to worship Jesus, “every knee should 
bend”, that we “confess that Jesu Christ is Lord”. What keeps you from bending the knee at the name of Jesus? What do 
you worship? Lent is about repentance and believing as you may remember the words “repent and believe in the Gos-
pel” at Ash Wednesday’s liturgy. During Lent we are not only to fast from food but from everything that keeps us away 
from Christ and to continue the “fast” on the rest of our journey in this life.

Al llegar al final de la Cuaresma, nuestra atención se centra en la cruz de Cristo, quien se despojó de sí mismo, se humi-
lló haciéndose uno de nosotros y murió en la cruz por nosotros, por amor. Todas nuestras ofrendas cuaresmales parecen 
insignificantes comparadas con lo que Jesús hizo por ti y por mí. El Evangelio de este domingo narra la Pasión del Se-
ñor, su juicio injusto, su sufrimiento, su humillación pública y su crucifixión. Lo dio todo por el perdón de nuestros pe-
cados y nuestra posterior reconciliación mediante su resurrección. La pregunta que surge es ¿cómo respondemos a ese 
amor? San Pablo, en la segunda lectura de la Carta a los Filipenses, nos ayuda a comprender qué debemos hacer: adorar 
a Jesús, “que se doble toda rodilla”, “confesar que Jesucristo es el Señor”. ¿Qué te impide arrodillarte ante el nombre de 
Jesús? ¿Qué adoras? La Cuaresma se trata de arrepentimiento y fe, como recordarán las palabras «Arrepiéntete y cree en 
el Evangelio» en la liturgia del Miércoles de Ceniza. Durante la Cuaresma, no solo debemos ayunar de comida, sino 
también de todo lo que nos aleja de Cristo, ycontinuar el ayuno durante el resto de nuestra vida.

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Quinceañera Policy 
 
Quinceañeras need to be scheduled within six months in 
advance. In order to schedule a Mass the quinceañera 
must have already received their First Holy Communion 
before the celebraƟon and be registered in the ConfirmaƟon 
program or already be confirmed. If the sacraments have 
not been received, we would celebrate the Liturgy oŌhe 
Word. First Communion or ConfirmaƟon preparaƟon will 
NOT be rushed to accommodate the quinceañera Mass. 
When we’re scheduling a quinceañera Mass, wedding  in-
takes precedence over quinceañera masses. ChrisƟan sim-
plicity  needs to be observed; dresses must be modest and 
flowers will be limited to a bouquet to present to the statue 
of the Virgin of Guadalupe. InstrucƟons of the theology, 
meaning and importance of the quinceañera celebraƟon 
must be completed before the ceremony by the girl, and the 
parents are strongly encouraged to be part of the prepara-
Ɵon process. Rehearsals will be held the Friday before the 
scheduled Mass. The family needs to be confessed before 
the celebraƟon. Failure to complete this preparaƟon will 
cancel the ceremony and refunds 
will not be granted. Family must arrive on Ɵme, at least 
minutes before Mass begins. Thank you.
