Barnabas sacrificed himself to be instrumental in God’s cultivation of His Church. Paul
makes specific mention of the fact that Barnabas, who willingly impoverished himself in the
interests of the Church, labored with his own hands to support himself on his missionary
journeys. In Acts 4:36, Luke translates Barnabas to mean “son of encouragement” or “son
of consolation.” The original Greek word rendered “encouragement,” paraklesis, means
encouragement, consolation, comfort, exhortation and entreaty. It may be that the Apostles
who gave Joseph the name Barnabas, saw all of these qualities in his character.

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper Understanding of Scripture

“When Jesus had risen, early on the first day of the week, he
appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had driven
seven demons.” (Mark 16.:9)

Popular Catholic piety sometimes posits that the newly risen
Jesus appears first to the Blessed Virgin Mary. It is a happy
thought, but it's simply not what the scriptures report. We are
told quite directly that he appeared first to Mary Magdalene,
“out of whom he had driven seven demons.”

Why would the gospel writer remind us of this unsavory
detail of Mary's past? Historians tell us women were not
qualified to give legal testimony. On top of that, to be
possessed by not just one, but seven demons, is unsavory
and terrifying. What damage had they done to her? What
did she do to allow herself to be home to such evil? It doesn't
seem to matter. Jesus chose Mary Magdalene to be the first
one who saw him risen from the dead. He decided she was
qualified,

Do you think that you are disqualified from seeing and
announcing the risen Jesus because of your past demons?
Maybe they are the demons of despair, confusion, self-
hatred, pride, addiction, failure, boredom, laziness, or other
sins. Well, don't. In the light of the Risen Jesus, all these past
demons make our witness that much more believable — only
if we allow ourselves to be touched by the liberating hand of
Christ, just as Mary Magdalene did.

I overheard this conversation in a coffee shop:
Child: Mom, I wouldn't have to go to school today. [ could stay home with you.
Mom: 1 know, Joe, but I think Mrs. Burns would miss you,
Child: But won't you miss me, Mom?
Mom: Sure, Joe, but I know you'll be back in the afternoon, and | can be with you then.
Child: But I could help you in the kitchen.
Mom: What do you think you'll be doing in school today? Its getting close to Easter.
1 bet Mrs. Burns will let you make bunnies,
Child: Yeah, maybe. Mom, | think my tummy hurts,
Mom: Oh, I think it'll get better once you're busy in school.
Child: Mom, couldn’t I stay home with you? I'll miss you.
Mom: I know vou will, Joe, but it's only for a couple of hours. How's your apple juice?
Child: OK. Mom, | think it would be OK if I stayed home today.

By the time they left, it looked as if Joe was going to school. Joe was learning an
important lesson in life. Sometimes we have to do what we don’t want to; we have to go into
what seems to be “the tomb of death” if we're going to find life.

Easter's Gospel is that of Peter and John going and finding the tomb empty. Curiously,
they didn’t become believers until they entered the tomb, until they entered death’s home. It's
how faith happens, finding life when we expected only death and recognizing the hand of
Godinit. ®

Why should | believe Jesus founded the Catholic Church?

What a great question, especially during our Easter season, when the readings
at Mass are about how the early Church discovers its mission and identity. Jesus
intended to found a Church to carry on his mission.

Jesus chose twelve men to accompany him and learn from him. He passed on
his mission to them: “Whoever listens to you listens to me. Whoever rejects you
rejects me. And whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me” (Luke 10:16).
Jesus called Simon Bar-Jonah “Peter,” meaning “rock.” Indicating his foundational
role, Jesus said to Peter, "I will give you the keys to the kingdom of heaven.
Whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven; and whatever you loose on
earth shall be loosed in heaven' (Matthew 16:19).

Throughout the New Testament, we read how the apostles in their turn passed
on their authority to other individuals by the laying on of hands (Acts 6:6; 13:3;

1 Timothy 4:14; 2 Timothy 1:6). Initially, the only two orders were bishops and
deacons, but soon priests were also ordained to share some of the authority of the
bishop and to be his assistants.

The Church would exist and do Jesus’ work until the end of time. The whole
Church, the "Body of Christ,” as Paul would call it (1 Corinthians 12:27), would be
Christ acting in the world on his behalf. The Church and all its members are to be
“the light of the world” and “the salt of the earth” (Matthew 5:13-16). #

. April 9, 2023
My Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Easter Blessings to you! Christ, our Savior, is Risen! Alleluia! Alleluia! This is our song in
celebrating Easter. The angel in the Gospel at the Easter vigil said to Mary Magdalene and the
other Mary who came to see the tomb, “Do not be afraid! I know that you are seeking Jesus the
crucified. He is not here, for he has been raised just as he said” (Jn 28: 5-6). Jesus has
overcome sin and death because He is the Lord of life and death. The self-sacrifice of Jesus on
the cross reveals how much He loves us that He was willing to die for us. Let us be at awe of
Jesus’s love for us and make every effort to live our lives in His love.

In the epistle reading at the Easter vigil, St. Paul reminds us that we who are baptized into
Christ Jesus are indeed buried with him through our baptism into his death, so that just as
Christ was raised form the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might live in newness of life
(Rom: 6:4). All of us have embraced new life in Christ at our baptism and has been freed from
our ancient bondage. Let us take time to reflect if we continue to live our daily lives in the new
life we found in Christ. Let us be reminded that God’s love and mercy is always available
through the Sacrament of Confession. The second Sunday of the Easter is celebrated as ‘Divine

. Mercy Sunday.” St. John Paul II instituted this feast to remind us that our God is merciful to us
when we seek his forgiveness. The mercy of God frees us from our spiritual decay. I invite you
to seek the love and mercy of God constantly and be enriched in your spiritual life.

The risen Lord invited his disciples for communion with Him through sacred meal. For this
reason, He instituted the Eucharist at the Last Supper and affirmed it when he had the meal
with two of his disciples at Eumaeus. In John’s Gospel, He emphatically revealed, “I am the
living bread that came down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forever...” (Jn: 6-
51). As Catholics, we find our life flourishing from the nourishments we receive from the
Eucharistic meal we share at the Mass. This is the meal that sustains our communion with
our Lord, and our cherished beliefs and convictions against opposing views in our secular
culture. The more we strengthen our communion with our Lord at Mass, the better we are
prepared to navigate through the challenges of our time. Therefore, I encourage you to
+ deepen your communion with our Lord at every Mass, particularly on Sundays.

We are so blessed to have many children in our Religious Education
and Parish School preparing to receive their First Holy Communion.
Our Confirmation students and the RCIA candidates are preparing to
receive their Confirmation as well. Let us continue to pray for their
fruitful faith journey. We congratulate and welcome those who are
baptized at the Easter vigil to our family of God. Let us continue to be
joyful Catholics and proclaim to the world that we are Easter People!

e WEEKLY REFLECTION
REJOICE AND BE GLAD

If Christmas is the “most wonderful time of the
year,” then Easter is the most joyous, glorious, awesome
time of the year! Really? Today’s readings don’t exactly
brim over with the kind of holiday cheer we find at
Christmas—except for the responsorial psalm, which
admittedly rings with gleeful joy. But otherwise, not so
much. In the first reading from the Acts of the Apostles,
Peter gives a dry, condensed rendering of the story of
Jesus to a group of Gentiles in Caesarea. The Colossians
reading actually does have us looking forward to glory.
Most  underwhelming, though, 1is the Gospel
proclamation of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. When
we want to hear about angels and earthquakes and
trumpets and glory, we hear about a dark, silent, empty
tomb. This Easter Sunday story from John’s Gospel is
startling in its emptiness. Like Peter in the story, we must

enter into this mystery.

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e OUR FASCINATING FAITH
EASTER SEASON

Our Easter celebration lasts fifty days, during
which Resurrection joy should overflow the hearts of
believers to refresh a parched and weary world with
the revivifying waters of faith, hope, and charity. All
season, at every Sunday Mass, we read Luke’s Acts of
the Apostles, charting the young church’s Spirit-led
journey, sometimes peaceful, sometimes persecuted,
beset by enemies without and turmoil within. But this
young church is always moving onward, from
Jerusalem’s familiarity to the strangeness of every
place between there and Rome; and outward, from an
inherited Judaism’s comfortable uniformity to the
Gentile world’s challenging diversity.

A week after Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday invites us
to renew our personal relationship with Jesus. On the
Third Sunday of Easter, the disciples at Emmaus
recognize Jesus in the breaking of the bread, and return
to share the Good News even as modern-day disciples
should. On Good Shepherd Sunday, the church prays
for priestly and religious vocations. All the while, Acts
shows people drawn to the early Church because they
had seen the Risen Jesus not in person, but in persons,
in disciples who still form Christ’s living Body, the
Church. Each of us is likewise called to be the kind of
disciple, personally and in communion with our
brothers and sisters, in whom those who seek Jesus
may at least glimpse his presence.

Question:

Why are Catholics required to get
married in a church, and not outside
or at a different venue?

Answer:

Because the sacrament of marriage
is a sacred covenant between the
husband and wife, the celebration
of the sacrament of matrimony is
much more than simply a social

or family event. So, the rule that
the sacrament be celebrated in a
church is a way to help reinforce
the deeper meaning of Christian
marriage. To help make this clearer,
the Church’s tradition also normally
includes the celebration of the
Mass when the marriage is being
celebrated between two Catholics,
and so a church or chapel is the
ideal setting. For special reasons

— which vary from diocese to
diocese — the local bishop can give
permission for the marriage to be
celebrated in another suitable place.

The Effects of
ABUSE

When a child is abused, the effects are grave and can
last a lifetime. Some of the most common effects of
abuse include:

- Loss of faith and trust in God.

- Post-traumatic stress disorder, psychological
distress, and other indirect signs of trauma. such
as anxiety, trouble sleeping. chronic stomach pain.
and headaches.

- A greater risk of developing behavioral problems.
substance abuse, and suicide.

The sense of violation goes deep into a person’s psyche
and feelings of anger. shame, hurt, and betrayal can
build long after the abuse has taken place.

Steps to
Prevent ABUSE

Communicate with Your Children

It is extremely important to communicate openly with
your children. Let them know that they can talk to
you about anything that bothers them. This will help
you identify warning signs and grooming behaviors
perpetrated by offenders before they escalate to abuse.

Educate Yourself and Your Children on Abuse

Learning how to identify, prevent, and report abuse
is key. Parents and guardians should empower their
children to protect themselves from harm and to
report abuse. Ask your diocesan safe environment
coordinator or parish delegate about opportunities for
safe environment training.

Identify and Report Warning Signs of
Child Abusers

Grooming behaviors are the actions abusers take to
project the image that they are kind, generous, caring
people. while their intent is to lure a minor into an
inappropriate relationship. Offenders can be patient
and may groom their wvictim, his or her family, or
community for years.

Some abusers isolate a potential victim by giving him
or her undue attention or lavish gifts., while others
allow young people to participate in activities which
their parents or guardians would not approve, such as
watching pornography, drinking alcohol, using drugs,
and excessive touching, such as wrestling and tickling.
Abusers also often try to isclate their victims from
family or friends and encourage their victims to keep
secrets from their parents or other caring adults.

Holding Offenders
ACCOUNTABLE

To help hold offenders accountable, report all suspected
abuse to local public authorities. You
can also contact your local diocesan
wvictim assistance coordinator to make a
report and seek outreach for the abused.
In accordance with diocesan policy.
when a single act of sexual abuse is
admitted or established, the offender is
to be removed permanently from ministry.
