• Daily Mass is the daily devo on par excellance.  Our daily Mass is at 8:15 AM   
 

• The Sta ons of the Cross is a medita on on the Passion and Death of the Lord Jesus.   
     We pray the Sta ons of the Cross at 7:00 PM,  the Friday evenings of Lent.   
 

• The Rosary, the Liturgy of the Hours, reading the Bible are also excellent Lenten prac ces.   
 

• Sunday Mass is the saving ac on which is essen al for our Catholic lives; it is God gathering us as God’s holy peo-
ple, renewing the one perfect sacri ce of Jesus on Calvary, making present for us that one  

 perfect sacri ce and invi ng us to unite ourselves to Jesus in Jesus’ life-giving death and glorious  
 resurrec on.  It is our weekly supper as God’s family at which the Lord speaks to us in the scriptures  
 and then nourishes us  with the Bread of Heaven.
