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SIXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME (Year A) - February 12, 2023
Today’s Gospel Reflection: Matthew 5:17-37

It’s often said that the Catholic Church lays heavy rules on her members, rules that can almost seem impossi-
ble. Mass every Sunday? No lying ever? Sexual purity all the time? 1 recently said to some non-Catholic
friends that more than fifty adults were baptized at my parish at the Easter Vigil. One responded spontaneous-
ly with shock, “Why would anyone do that?” In other words, why would someone willingly place themselves
in a system with such demanding and rigorous rules? Of course, no one in the history of religions is more de-
manding and rigorous than Jesus himself. In the Sermon on the Mount, he says you have to be holier than
pharisees or you’re out. He says if you call someone a fool, you go to fiery Gehenna. He says you can’t even
look at a woman with lust or you’re guilty of adultery (which was punishable by death). To top it all off, he
says you can’t even get divorced and re-married. Doesn’t he know these are basically impossible demands?

What world is he living in? Jesus doesn’t just give external laws; he gives us his Holy Spirit to internalize the law through love. He
wants to fill us with his love. That’s what the Church exists to do. Love demands extraordinary things. The “demands” of the Church

only make sense because she is filled with Jesus’ love. That wildly demanding love is why we are Catholic.

CATHOLIC ANSWERS - VESTMENT COLORS
Question: What do the colors of the priest’s and deacon’s vestments mean?
Answer: In the Roman Rite of the Catholic Church, the colors of the
vestments evolved over the course of several centuries and there was wide
variation both in the colors used, and in the feasts and seasons associated with
particular colors. It was Pope Innocent III (d. 1216) who gave us the basic
outline that was later prescribed by Pope Saint Pius V in 1570. The various
colors remind us of the dominant themes of a particular season or celebration.
¢ White: Used for the seasons of Christmas and Easter and in celebrations of the Lord, of
Mary, the angels, and saints who were not martyrs. This color is also used in Masses for the
dead, at baptisms, weddings and other festive celebrations.

¢ Red: As the color of both blood and fire, red is used on Palm Sunday and Good Friday,
as well as Pentecost and special celebrations of the Holy Spirit. Moreover, red is used on the
feasts and memorials of the Apostles and those saints who died as martyrs.

¢ Violet: The color for Advent and Lent. Violet may also be used in Masses for the dead
and on All Souls Day.

¢ Green: A color of life and hope, green is used throughout Ordinary Time.

¢ Other colors: Rose may be used on the Third Sunday of Advent and the Fourth Sunday
of Lent, black may be used in Masses of the dead and on All Souls Day, gold or silver may
be used on solemn occasions in place of white, red, or green. ©LPi

¢’s Day. Valentine’s Day occurs every February 14. Across the United States and in other places
ound the world, candy, flowers and gifts are exchanged between loved ones, all in the name of St.
alentine.

he Legend of St. Valentine. The Catholic Church recognizes at least three different saints
named Valentine or Valentinus, all of whom were martyred. One legend contends that Valentine was a Roman priest
who served during the third century in Rome. When Emperor Claudius II decided that single men made better soldiers
than those with wives and families, he outlawed marriage for young men. Valentine, realizing the injustice of the decree,
defied Claudius and continued to perform marriages for young lovers in secret. When Valentine’s actions were discov-
ered, Claudius ordered that he be put to death. He was martyred and his body buried at a Christian cemetery on the Via
Flaminia on February 14, 269. Still others insist that it was Saint Valentine of Terni, a bishop, who was the true name-
sake of the holiday. He, too, was beheaded by Claudius II outside Rome. He may have been killed for attempting to help
Christians escape harsh Roman prisons, where they were often beaten and tortured. There is also a third “Valentine”.
According to one legend, an imprisoned Valentine actually sent the first “valentine” greeting himself after he fell in love
with a young girl—possibly his jailor’s daughter—who visited him during his confinement. Before his death, it is al-
leged that he wrote her a letter signed “From your Valentine,” an expression that is still in use today.

While popular culture makes us believe that Valentine’s Day is only for couples, it is a day of love, and that love can be
for anyone. So, it is the day of lovers. Unless we have no one to love and no one loves us, this day is all who love. Thus,
all kinds of love should be celebrated; whether it is for parents, siblings, children and loved ones.

Of course, on this day we celebrate love by particular expressions. Victor Hugo, a French Romantic writer who authored
“Les Misérables”, said: “To die of love is to live by it.” So, let us live by it the best we can. However, relationships are
not always in harmony and family life is not always rosy. We may find what American actress Joan Crawford said is so

On the spiritual impact of the Valentine’s Day, let us reflect on the words
of St. Paul in his letter to the Colossians: “Put on then, as God’s chosen
ones, holy and beloved, heartfelt compassion, kindness, humility, gentle-
ness, and patience; bearing with one another and forgiving one another. if
one has a grievance against another; as the Lord has forgiven you, so must
you also do. And over all these put on love, that is, the bond of perfec-
tion.” (Col 3:12-14)

En los Estados Unidos y en otros
gares del mundo, la gente intercambia con sus seres queridos dulces, flores y regalos, todo en
mbre de San Valentin.

a Leyenda de San Valentin. La Iglesia Catolica reconoce al menos a tres santos diferentes
amados Valentin o Valentinus, los cuales fueron martirizados. Una leyenda sostiene que Valentin fue
un sacerdote romano que sirvi6 durante el siglo III en Roma. Cuando el emperador Claudio II decidié que los hombres
solteros eran mejores soldados que los que tenian esposa y familia, prohibié el matrimonio de los jovenes. Valentin, al
darse cuenta de la injusticia del decreto, desafié a Claudio y continud realizando matrimonios en secreto. Cuando se
descubrieron las acciones de Valentin, Claudio orden6 que lo ejecutaran. Fue martirizado y su cuerpo enterrado en un
cementerio cristiano en Via Flaminia el 14 de febrero de 269. Otros insisten en que fue San Valentin de Terni, un
obispo, quien fue el verdadero homénimo de la festividad. El también fue decapitado por Claudio II en las afueras de
Roma. Es posible que lo hayan asesinado por intentar ayudar a los cristianos a escapar de las duras prisiones romanas,
donde a menudo eran golpeados y torturados. También hay un tercer “San Valentin”. Segiin una leyenda, Valentin,
encarcelado, envio el primer saludo de “San Valentin” después de enamorarse de una joven, posiblemente la hija de su
carcelero, que lo visitd durante su encierro. Antes de su muerte, se alega que ¢l le escribié una carta firmada “De tu
Valentin”, una expresion que todavia se usa en la actualidad.

Si bien la cultura popular nos hace creer que San Valentin es solo para parejas, es un dia de amor y ese amor puede ser
para cualquiera. Entonces, es el dia de los enamorados. A menos que no tengamos a quien amar y nadie nos ame, este
dia es para todos los que aman. Asi, todo tipo de amor debe celebrarse; ya sea para padres, hermanos, hijos y seres
queridos.

Por supuesto, en este dia celebramos el amor con expresiones particulares. Victor Hugo, un escritor romantico francés
autor de “Los Miserables”, dijo: “Morir de amor es vivir de él”. Entonces, vivamos de acuerdo con ello lo mejor que
podamos. Sin embargo, las relaciones no siempre estdn en armonia y la vida familiar no siempre es color de rosa.
Podemos ver que lo que dijo la actriz estadounidense Joan Crawford es cierto: “El amor es un fuego. Pero quién sabe si
quemara tu corazon o incendiara tu casa”.
