Praised be Jesus Christ!
We conclude the month of August with a few special feast days:

August 27 — St. Monica (331-387)

This saint is beloved by so many Catholic mothers who pray for their children to return to the practice of the
faith. This is because St. Monica was the mother of St. Augustine, and his remarkable adult conversation and
baptism is considered to be the fruit of his mother Monica’s countless prayers. I love the account of St.
Monica’s death, which took place in a coastal town outside of Rome, far from her home in Northern Africa. As
she approached death, she told her son Augustine: “Bury my body wherever you will, do not be concerned
about that. One thing only I ask you (Augustine), that you remember me at the altar of the Lord”--A great
witness of the Mass as a powerful prayer for the souls of the faithful departed!

Be sure to pray in thanksgiving for your own mother on this day!

August 28 — St. Augustine (354-430)

Without a doubt, St. Augustine is one of the greatest minds in the history of the Church, and indeed, in the
entirety of Western Civilization. He converted to the Catholic faith as an adult after having lived a rather sinful
life and having spent time as an adherent to a heretical sect known as the Manicheans. In addition to the prayers
of his mother, he was heavily influenced intellectually at the time of his conversion by St. Ambrose, then
Bishop of Milan, was a huge early intellectual influence upon Augustine. Eventually he was ordained a Bishop
of the city of Hippo, in northern Africa, where he defended his flock through his pastoral care and many
theological writings. His most famous quote: “You have made us for Yourself, O Lord, and our hearts are
restless, until they rest in Thee.”

This is a perfect feast day to pray for the conversion of any adult children who have abandon the practice of the
Catholic faith or in some way far from the Lord at this time. Never give up praying for them. You might not
live to see the results of your prayers during your lifetime, but it might be by the power of your prayer that your
children are granted the grace of conversion before their own deaths.

August 29 — The Beheading of St. John the Baptist

It is always important to remember one of the key reasons that John the Baptist was killed. He defended the
sanctity of marriage, and refused to stand silent when the ruler Herod Antipas took his own brother’s wife as
his own.

This is a great feast day for those who are married to pray for the strength to be faithful always to one’s marital
promises.
