As All Souls Day approaches, please be aware that a special Mass will be offered at 
7pm on Saturday, November 2nd—All Souls Day. This Mass will satisfy the Sunday 
Mass obligation, but it will be offered as a “collective Mass intention” for all those 
who desire to have their deceased loved ones remembered at the altar of God.   

At the information desk in the narthex we will have envelopes labelled “All Souls 
Day Mass.” They will be available this Sunday and next Sunday. If you chose, you 
can place an offering into this envelope, writing the names of deceased loved 
ones on the back of the envelope. That 7pm Mass on November 2nd will be 
offered for the repose of the souls of all persons whose names are listed on those 
envelopes. 

In order to be counted for this Mass, the envelopes must be received in the 
collection or at the office by November 1st.  

Don’t forget that the previous day, November 1st, is also a Holy Day of Obligation!
