Praised be Jesus Christ!

I failed to mention last week that November 3-9 is celebrated in the Dioceses of the United States as National Vocation
Awareness week.

I have often said that one of the best ways of gauging the health of typical parish is (surprisingly) to look at the length of
the confession lines! Long confession lines means that people in the parish take the spiritual life seriously, believe
strongly in the damaging effects of sin, know the transforming power of the mercy of God, and likely desire to receive the
Eucharist with the proper spiritual dispositions.

But in addition to confession lines, I also add that another extremely positive indicator is when a parish produces
vocations to the priesthood and religious life. That’s because wherever the Catholic faith is lived in its fullness, God
regularly grants what is needed so that that Catholic life will continue on in the next generation—and that means, in
particular, good Catholic marriages and a sufficient “supply” of priests and religious.

An analogy rooted in Scripture is that of a TREE. A healthy tree, planted by good water, will naturally produce an
abundance of fruit—that fruit which contains within it the seeds of another generation of trees that will spread and
populate.

So too, a parish that is “watered” by the streams of sound doctrine, planted in the “soil” of sound liturgical practice and
spiritual life, and basking in the radiant, counter-cultural “sun” of Christ’s life, death, and resurrection will tend to raise
up young men and women willing to follow Our Lord in the magnanimous life of a consecrated vocation.

Here at Sacred Heart Cathedral, we are blessed to have one seminarian (Michael Piersall) from within the parish who is
currently in college seminary at Our Lady of Providence Seminary in Providence, RI. We also are in place where many
others either currently in formation or contemplating entering a priestly or religious vocation tend to stop by for daily
Mass, receive the sacraments and experience our Cathedral liturgical life.

If every parish simply provided just one priestly vocation roughly every 40 years, there would be no priest shortage!

But I am convinced that we ourselves can provide many more! So, at the end of this National Vocation Awareness, I’'m
asking two simple things:

1, Pray daily for priestly and religious vocations, especially from within our own families. (The harvest is
plentiful, but the laborers are few; pray therefore the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his
harvest. Matthew 9:37)

2. Encourage young men and women to consider such a vocation with an explicit and direct invitation: “Have
you every considered being a priest?”... “You would make an excellent religious sister.”... etc.
