Praised be Jesus Christ!

I hope many are already aware via news or internet sources of the 2025 Jubilee Year celebration. I know many of our
parishioners and others from around the Diocese attended our Diocesan opening Mass with Bishop Matano here at the
11:15 on December 29™, the Feast of the Holy Family. The Holy Year technically began in Rome on December 24, 2024
and will conclude on the feast of the Epiphany, January 6, 2026.

Jubilee years are special celebrations within the life of the church that focus on the importance of repentance, pilgrimage,
and restoration of right relationships. It is a Christian appropriation of something legislated every 50 years in the Old
Testament whereby ancient Israelites would restore to freedom those who had entered into servitude, forgive past debts, and
return land to its ancestral owners.

Starting in the medieval period, the Church took up the custom of having something similar to these occasional celebrations
as a way of encouraging the faithful to repent in confession, stir up devotion, and promote a period of unique celebration in
the life of the Church. In recent centuries they have been celebrated at regular 25-year intervals, with occasional
“extraordinary Jubilee years” for special occasions.

One of the major focuses of every jubilee year is that of a pilgrimage to Rome itself—especially to visit the four Major
Basilicas of St. Peter, St. Paul Outside the Walls, St. Mary Major, and the Cathedral of St. John Lateran. Certainly, I would
encourage any Catholic with means and desire to make such a visit this year!

However, there are local ways to celebrate this year as well. The Church recommends pious visits to important
churches worldwide—including visits to the Cathedral church!

For our local Catholic faithful to receive a special Jubilee year plenary indulgence at our Cathedral, the following are
required:

e visit the Cathedral for a suitable period of time and engage in Eucharistic adoration and meditation (whether in a special
period of adoration or in front of the Tabernacle)

e conclude by praying the Our Father, the Creed, and “invocations to Mary, the Mother of God, so that in this Holy Year
everyone ‘will come to know the closeness of Mary, the most affectionate of mothers, who never abandons her
children’”

e Be truly repentant and free from any affection for sin (purified through the sacrament of penance and refreshed by Holy
Communion), and pray for the intentions of the Pope

Luckily, this should be very easy for those who already regularly attend our Cathedral parish—almost a unique benefit to
our Cathedral parishioners who can obtain this indulgence every day of the Holy Year!

I will make available at least a few other Holy Year initiatives at the Cathedral parish, but I at least wanted to address it here
in this bulletin now and explain some the aspects of what is happening in the Church universal.
