Praised be Jesus Christ! 
 
The Altar of the Chair in St. Peter’s Basilica has one of the most widely recognized artistic depictions of the Holy 
Spirit in Catholic architecture. You probably recognize it (below) even if you have never seen it in person.  

 
In the center is a sculpture of a chair—signifying the “Chair of 
Peter,” that is, the teaching and governing authority of St. Peter 
and his successors, the Popes.  
 
Below the chair are four sculptural figures, two Latin Doctors of 
the Church (Ss. Ambrose and Augustine) and two Greek (Ss. 
John Chrysostom and Athanasius). These four Bishops from 
both West and East signify the universality of the Church. At 
first glance they might seem to be carrying the Chair, but if you 
look more closely, it is clear that they each hold on to it, without 
themselves holding it up in support. There is an interesting 
theological message here. The Bishops are united by Peter’s 
chair, and cling to it, without any one of them bearing its 
weight, just as the Catholic Bishops throughout the world are 
united together through their union with the Holy Father, 
although the Papal office and authority is not derived from 
them, but from God.  
 
And finally at the top is the famous alabaster window of the 
Holy Spirit, bursting forth above and behind them all. It 
symbolizes the divine guidance of the Holy Spirit over the 
Church, reinforcing St. Peter’s authority and his successors’ role 
as the visible principle of the unity. 

The window can also serve as a theological reflection on the 
event of Pentecost. Just as Peter and the apostles (in all their human weaknesses) are imbued with Divine power, 
authority, and protection on the day of Pentecost, that same guidance and protection of the Holy Spirit is 
promised to the Church in every age. To have a true relationship with Christ implies that we are united to him in 
and through his Holy Church, because Christ sent the Holy Spirit upon his bride in order to unite her to himself, 
from the time of the apostles, until Christ comes again in glory.
