While we as Catholics continue to fight against the new
abortion law in New York State, filmmakers have brought
to life the compelling true story of Abby Johnson.

Unplanned is a film, based on the memoir of the same
name, about one of the youngest Planned Parenthood
clinic directors in the United States. Abby Johnson
worked at a clinic in Texas for eight years and became a
community outreach director and a media spokeswoman
for the organization, even winning the Planned
Parenthood Employee of the Year award. One day, Abby
was asked to assist in an ultrasound-guided abortion at
thirteen weeks gestation which changed her entire out-
look. At a result, Abby became a pro-life activist and
founded a ministry to assist former Planned Parenthood
employees who turned against abortion after similar ex-
periences.

The film is now showing in theaters and has an MPAA
rating of R for disturbing images. Tickets can be pur-
chased online for showings at Destiny USA.

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Palm Sunday, April 14th:

Palm Sunday is observed on the
sixth Sunday in Lent, and marks
the official beginning of Holy
Week. Palm Sunday is meant to
-~ commemorate the triumphant
entry of Jesus into Jerusalem, when, as the Gospels tell us,
the people of the city hailed Jesus as their king.

During the Mass, the first reading is from Isaiah, while the
second reading will be from Philippians chapter 2 that be-
gins: “Christ Jesus, though he was in the form of God, did
not regard equality with God something to be grasped.
Rather, he emptied himself, taking the form of a slave. ... ”
This is a very powerful text that has been the basis for
much of the Church’s theological affirmations that Christ
was truly God and truly suffered as man.

Finally, the Gospel this year will be from Luke, with the
traditional practice of the priest and others assuming the
roles of Christ and the various figures. The narrative spans
the time from the Last Supper to the death of Christ.

Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of Holy Week,

April 15th, 16th 17th:

We will have our normal schedule of Masses on Monday
and Wednesday. Tuesday we will have Adoration in the
Church until 6pm, but no Mass on Tuesday due to the
Chrism Mass at the Cathedral. Wednesday of Holy Week
used to be called Spy Wednesday. The rationale is clear
from the day’s Gospel reading from Matthew, in which
Judas Iscariot approaches the chief priests and offers to
betray Jesus for 30 pieces of silver.

Tuesday Evening, April 16th - The Chrism Mass
Traditionally, the holy oils — the Oil of the Sick, the Oil of
Catechumens, and the Sacred Chrism — are blessed by the
bishop at a special Mass, and then distributed to churches
through the diocese. In our diocese, we celebrate a Chrism
Mass on Tuesday of Holy Week at the Cathedral of the Im-
maculate Conception at 7:00pm. The Sacred Chrism will be
used to confirm the Elect and Candidates at the Easter Vig-
il. The Chrism will also be used in the coming months for
priestly ordinations, and it is employed for certain sacra-
mental blessings and consecrations, such as the dedication
of churches and altars. The Oil of the Catechumens is em-
ployed throughout the year for Baptisms, while the Oil of
the Sick will be used for Anointing of the Sick.

The Chrism Mass also has a special fo-
cus on the priesthood, as the presbyter-
ate comes together to concelebrate with
the bishop and manifest their commun-
ion with him. During the Mass, the
priests renew their commitment to
priestly service, dedicating themselves
anew to Christ and to service of the
local Church, particularly through the

sacred liturgy.

The Easter Triduum

The summit of the Liturgical Year is the Easter Triduum -
from the evening of Holy Thursday to the evening of East-
er Sunday. Though chronologically three days, they are
liturgically one day unfolding for us the unity of Christ’'s
Paschal Mystery. The single celebration of the Triduum
marks the end of the Lenten season, and leads to the Mass
of the Resurrection of the Lord at the Easter Vigil.

Holy Thursday, April 18th
HOLY  We will begin the celebration of the Tridu-

um with Morning Prayer at 9:00am in the
Church. Our combined celebration of the
Mass of the Lord’s Supper will be held at

THURSDAY 7:00pm at St. Augustine’s and will conclude

with the placing of the Blessed Sacrament on the Altar of

Repose for Adoration until 11:00pm at both St. Augustine’s

and St. Mary’s.

Immediately following Mass, a bus will leave St. Au-

gustine’s to travel to 7 churches for visits to the Blessed

Sacrament. The bus will return to St. Augustine’s by

11:00pm.

Good Friday, April 19th
Our services for Good Friday
: begin with Morning Prayer at

- tar of Reposition. At 3:00pm we
will begin our Solemn Celebration of the Passion of the
Lord which includes Veneration of the Cross and Holy
Communion. At 7:00pm the Celebration of the Passion of
the Lord will be held at St. Augustine’s. There will be no
Stations of the Cross at St. Mary’s on Good Friday. (You
are reminded that Good Friday is a Day of Fasting and Ab-

stinence.)
