Safe Environment 

Has your Safe Environment certification 

expired or is it about to expire? Do you 

volunteer for a ministry and still need to 

attend a Safe Environment training ses-

sion?  There are many initial certification 

and re-certification sessions being held 

throughout the Diocese each month! To 

view a schedule of upcoming training sessions or to reg-

ister for a session, go to syrdio.org and select Safe Envi-

ronment from the main menu. Choose Training for 

Adults and select either Initial Training or Re-

certification, whichever you require. Then, follow the 

prompts.  

 

The diocesan Child and Youth Protection Policy requires 

Safe Environment training for all clergy, members of reli-

gious orders, parish and diocesan employees, and all vol-

unteers whose ministry or role continues to place them in 

regular contact with children, young people or vulnera-

ble adults. Re-certification is required every 5 years.
