Do You Love Me?

On more than a few occasions, Jesus asked some

_| rather very direct questions of His disciples. One time

| was when He asked them, “Who do people say that I
am?” and then made it all the more specific when He
asked, “Who do YOU say that [ am? And of course, we
have the setting of today’s gospel when the Risen Lord
appeared to some of His disciples early one morning and
| greeted them as they brought their boats to shore after an
L | uneventful and not too satisfying night of fishing. He
# asked another question of them which might have irked
them a bit, “Children, have you caught anything to eat?”
No fisherman wants to go home and admit that he has
. caught nothing.

Then, to top it off, Jesus seems to add injury to insult when He tells them, cast your nets over the other
side of the boat and you will find something.” Fortunately, they are willing to give in to the Lord’s words and
they do as He asks. The result is the blessed catch of an abundance of fish. Jesus then invites them to come
ashore, bring some of the fish and join Him for a little breakfast on the beach.

All of this is preliminary to the real purpose of this encounter between the Risen Jesus and His disciples.
After they have enjoyed breakfast Jesus singles out Simon Peter and asks him the most important question of
all, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?” He is putting Peter on the spot. We can only
imagine what Peter was thinking as he made his response. Yet, then with courage he says, Yes, Lord, you
know that I love you.”

Two more times Jesus asks Peter this question and after each response He gives Peter a commission:
“Feed my lambs, Feed my sheep, and Feed my sheep!” At some point during this exchange between the Lord
and Peter it must have become clear to Peter that Jesus was asking Peter for a confession of his love. And
appropriately so, for only a manner of some days earlier, Peter stood in the courtyard of Pontius Pilate and
denied even knowing Jesus, let alone loving Him.

In our own lives there are times when we have to make a confession of our love of the Lord too. Among
those times, certainly are moments of recollection because we have sinned, denied the Lord by some act of
pride, greed, lust, or any one of many sins from our past. The Easter season is a time of great joy in our faith
life and it is also a time of thanksgiving, thanksgiving for the wondrous gift of God’s mercy. Just last Sunday
we celebrated as a part of our Easter joy , the gift of Divine Mercy.

Now as we continue making our way through the beautiful weeks of the Easter season, being mindful of
all the wonderful gifts of new life that abound in the springtime of the year, enjoy God’s many gifts, the
beauty of trees budding, flowers coming alive again, and so many other blessings both of nature and of God’s
grace, let your spirit jump with joy, at least figuratively, for how blessed we are.

I hope everyone enjoys fully this season which is so wonderful and our continuing celebration of the
Resurrection of the Lord which gives us hope beyond measure.
