They have already started by sending a Welcome
card to new individuals/families that have been joining
the parish since the CoVID-19 lockdown.

And they would also like to put together a Mentor
Program matching the kind of households joining with
another to have fellowship with, i.e. two parents with
young children matched with another family of two
parents and young children. We have young single
individuals, elderly single individuals, families with one
parent or two parents, young couples, and older
couples joining.

Since we are planning to go back to an in-person
program this year we are in need of Catechists and
Classroom Aides.

Catechists take responsibility for preparing a lesson
for each week that we gather for “Church Sessions.”
Teaching materials are provided to guide and assist in
that effort. In an attempt to express our appreciation
for the sharing of your time and talent, Catechist
families are exempt from registration fees. As of now,
we are in need of a 6th/7th grade Catechist, as well as a
second Catechist to teach Confirmation. Up until
CoVID-19 Lockdown, we have had a combined 8th &
9th grade, in which Father Joe tag teamed with another
Catechist, but it would be ideal to have two catechists
one for each grade, Father Joe and another person.

Classroom Aides serve as an extra pair of hands in
the classroom, or in whatever way is most helpful to the
Catechist. At this point, we are in need of at least one
aide for each grade level up to 9th grade, so we need
nine (9) all together.

All volunteers who work with children in any
capacity in our parish, are required to complete the
Creating A Safe Environment (C.A.S.E.) Training,
provided by the Diocese of Rochester on-line.
Volunteers must also agree and sign that they will
follow a Code of Conduct. A standard criminal records
check is also a Diocesan requirement; all of this, for the
safety of our children.

God In Your Ordinary Moments

WWMD?

WWJD bracelets were all the rage about 25 years
ago in Christian circles. I've always wondered if a
WWMD bracelet might not make just as much sense,
and maybe more. What Would Mary Do?

I would argue that Mary was the most exemplary
steward who ever lived. Her answer was always “Yes.”
Yes, Lord, I am Your handmaiden. Yes, I will visit
Elizabeth, and help her in the last difficult months of
pregnancy. Yes, I will bring my son up in the Mosaic
law and present him at the Temple of Jerusalem. Yes, I
will give him to the crowds and to public ministry. Yes, I
will offer him on this Cross, if it is Your will.

Yes, yes, yes.

Well, I can’t be like Mary, we think to ourselves.
There’s an intimidation factor with the Blessed Mother
and Catholics sometimes — one that almost exceeds
that of Christ. Perhaps it’s because we are in awe of the
fact that she was not divine in any way — she was a
mere creation, like us — but somehow, she always had
the courage to say yes. How could she do it, when we
find it so hard?

Well, God certainly lavished on Mary extraordinary
graces. Her lack of original sin liberated her to conform
her will to God’s.

But God is impatient to give us, too, all the graces
we need to be a steward in the example of Mary. He’s
waiting for us simply to ask. Just as in Adam we died,
so in Christ — through Mary — we live.

What can we say yes to today, in Mary’s example?

Question:

What lessons should I learn from the
Assumption of Mary?

Answer:

Growing in holiness is similar to
training in a sport. We need someone
to show us how we can live our faith
well. Mary is a model of sanctity. She
shows us how to be faithful to God’s
will, living each day with confidence
in God’s mercy and love. At the Nativity, in Jesus’ pub-
lic ministry, and at the Crucifixion, we see her steadfast
trust. She allows the Lord to use her life to accomplish
his plan for her and for all of us. In the Preface of the
Mass for the Assumption of Mary, we pray: “For today
the Virgin Mother of God was assumed into heaven as
the beginning and image of your Church’s coming to
perfection and a sign of sure hope and comfort to your
pilgrim people.”

It is this image of holiness that we strive to imitate. In
the office, at home, or in our community, we look for
signs of God’s grace that call us to an ever greater love
of him and each other. A greater awareness of God is a
sign of our conversion of heart that lives the lessons
