Dear Friends,

Over twenty years ago St. Louis Church in
Pittsford began a ministry to people who were admitted
to our country as refugees. This ministry is called
“Saint’s Place.” In the past two decades it has grown.
Saint’s Place provides refugee families newly settled in
our area with furniture, tutoring, clothes (the clothes
closet is housed at St. John of Rochester parish in Perinton), new mattresses, and general support
and encouragement. Saint’s Place has just announced that our parishioner, Matthew O’Connor,
has been selected as the new chair of the Saint’s Place Advisory
Board.

Matt says, “Saint’s Place is now in a third decade of
fulfilling the mission of ‘welcoming the stranger’ by assisting
refugees approved by the federal government to relocate to
Rochester. The Israelites themselves were ‘strangers’ during
their enslavement in Egypt and in captivity in Babylon, and we
must always be mindful that the young Jesus and his family
were refugees in the land of Egypt, fleeing persecution by
Herod. We are all refugees to some degree. So, we can never
forget that even the lowliest of refugees in need are human
beings. Since every human being is created in the image of
God, every refugee is entitled to dignity, compassion and
respect. Scripture calls us as disciples to treat refugees as
Christ would treat them. Saint’s Place is a ministry privileged to serve that calling. I am honored
to have been asked to lead this life-giving manifestation of stewardship. I look forward to
continuing to serve those who need us most with
our partners in the community.”

Notes about the Monthly offertory report:

Shown on the left is a comparison between actual weekly
collection income to our collections expected each month.
This fiscal year’s budget has been significantly reduced of
all non-vital costs to reflect the drastic downward trend of
our collections over the past several years (“weeklies”
account for over 70% of each parish’s income)

A favorable monthly variance indicates the “weeklies”
donated during the month exceeded the amount expected of
the month. Meanwhile, an unfavorable monthly variance
indicates the total “weeklies”

donated during the month do not meet budgeted
expectations and our financial obligations may not be met.

SAFER CLEANING ALTERNATIVES
Baking Soda: Cleans, deodogizes, softens water, scouss.

Borax: Cleans, deodocizes, disinfects, and softens water.
Cleans wallpaper, painted walls, and floors without
damaging their finish.

Comstarch: Use to clean windows, polish fumitse,
shampoo carpets and mgs.

Isopropyl Alcohol: An excellent disinfectant.

Soap: Unscented soap in liquid form, flakes, powders, or
bars is biodegradable and will clean just about anything.
Avoid soaps that contain petrolenm distillates or
fragrances. Many detecgents ace labeled "soap” but aze
made from petrolenm products and contain dyes,
fragrance, additives, sucfactants, and foaming agents.

Washing Soda: Ex., Arm & Hammes sodinm
carbonate — not the same as baking soda. Cuts grease,
removes stains, softens water, and cleans walls, ties,
sinks, and tubs. It's very effective, so use with care. Do
