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Pastoral Planning Progress Report

At the beginning of April we announced that our four parishes, St. Thomas More, Our
Lady Queen of Peace, St. Anne and Our Lady of Lourdes have entered into a process of planning
for the future. We mentioned reasons which indicate that now is the time for us to be planning
together. First is the aging and declining number of priests in our diocese. Also there is a need to
consider ways to recruit and use volunteers. Finding ways to maintain all of our buildings and
properties, within the financial resources available, is also a concern.

This is a report on how the planning has proceeded so far. The planning team was chosen
by the two pastors. The team has met and has organized themselves for the work, including
accepting assignments to sub-committees which will look into these four areas: Human
Resources, Buildings and Infrastructure, Fiscal Responsibilities, and Sacramental and Ministerial
Responsibilities.
