LITURGY OF THE WORD
READING I: ACTS 2:1-11

When the time for Pentecost was fulfilled, they were all in one place together. And suddenly there
came from the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and it filled the entire house in which they
were. Then there appeared to them tongues as of fire, which parted and came to rest on each one
of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in different tongues, as
the Spirit enabled them to proclaim.

We are Parthians, Medes, and Elamites, inhabitants of Meso-
potamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the districts
of Libya near Cyrene, as well as travelers from Rome, both Jews and converts to Judaism, Cretans
and Arabs, yet we hear them speaking in our own tongues of the mighty acts of God.”

READING Il: CORINTHIANS 12:3B-7, 12-13

Brothers and sisters: No one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit. There are different
kinds of spiritual gifts but the same Spirit; there are different forms of service but the same Lord;
