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  Hot Weather Tips

 Place a cool washcloth on the 
back of your neck and a pan of 
cool water close by to 
periodically re-cool the towel 

 Sit with feet in a pan of cool 
(but not too cold) water 

 Keep the house as cool as 
possible by keeping shades 
closed.

2019 BRASS City Farmer’s Market 

Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program (SFMNP) 

 

Beginning in July 2019 all eligible individuals who are residents of Waterbury can receive a farmer’s market 

booklet to  use at any participating CT farmer’s market through October 31, 2019. One booklet annually can 

be provided to each eligible participant. Participant eligibility include: 

 

 The individual is 60 years of age or older OR is a disabled individual under the age of 60 living in housing 

facilities occupied primarily by older individuals where congregate nutrition services are provided. 

 The individual has a maximum household income of not more that 185 percent of the annual poverty in-

come guidelines. The most recent income limits shall be used at the time of  distribution to determine eli-

gibility. 

 The individual has gone through proper means testing to support income eligibility. Participants not iden-

tified by proper means testing shall not be given SFMNP booklets.
