SUNDAY THOUGHT
Luke 12:32-48

In today’s Gospel Jesus asks us not to waste time. We
must be standing with our shoes on, belts tight around
our waste and light in hand. In short we all must be
prepared for Jesus’ arrival. Jesus’ words reminds us
that as His followers, we approach life not as
something that just happens to us, but as something
we take control of in order to insure our eternal
future. In the Church, communities of Religious Men
and Women have what they refer to as a “Rule of
Life”. This rule’s function is to act as a framework
around which the members live their lives. It often
sets down specific prayers to pray and times to do so.
Sometimes it prescribes their attire and how members
are to treat each other. The purpose of the “rule of
life” is to make clear what is required of them as
religious to foster holiness. Every Christian man and
woman should have their own personal “rule of life”.
It too can clarify the concrete goals we hope to take
toward advancing in holiness. All too often we
neglect our spiritual growth simply because we
haven’t planned for it. Be prepared. Who knows when
the Master of the House will come to take us home?

CELEBRATING THE SAINTS
Saint Marie Alphonsine Danil Ghattas, Foundress (1843
-1927)

Marie Alphonsine was born in Jerusalem in
1843. Her parents named her Soultaneh Maria, “Mary
the Queen,” after Mary the Mother of God. Daily
recitation of the rosary with her family prepared her at
the age of fourteen to freely choose to enter the Sisters
of Saint Joseph of the Apparition.

The Blessed Mother first appeared to Marie
Alphonsine while she was in Bethlehem serving as a
teacher and catechist. A year later, Mary appeared
again, this time asking her to found the Congregation
of the Most Holy Rosary and instructing her to take
Father Youssef Tannous as her spiritual director. With
Father Tannous’ help, Marie Alphonsine began the
process of separating from her congregation. In 1885,
she and eight other women professed vows in the new
order. Her deep trust in Mary carried her forward in
the foundation of schools and orphanages. While in
Galilee, a girl under her care fell into a deep cistern.
Without any other way of helping the girl, Mare
Alphonsine tossed her large fifteen-decade rosary to
the trapped girl. The girl emerged from the well
unhurt, guided, she said, by a ladder shaped like a
rosary.

Saint Marie Alphonsine was praying the rosary
with her sisters when she died in 1927. Her order, the
only Catholic community of indigenous religious
women in Palestine, has spread to Lebanon, Egypt,
Syria, Kuwait, and the United Arab Emirates.

Pope Francis canonized Saint Marie
Alphonsine Danil Ghattas on May 17, 2015. Her feast
day has been assigned to March 25",
