PASTOR'S NOTES

The Lord be with you!

In our last few discussions, we went over the general kinds
of sin: mortal, venial, and material. This week we will start
examining the different species of sin by looking at the
seven deadly sins. By categorizing our sins in this way, we
can better understand how and why we are failing.

Question 294. How can we know a thought, word or
deed to be sinful?

Answer. We can know a thought, word or deed to be sinful
if it, or the neglect of it, is forbidden by any law of God or
of His Church, or if it is opposed to any supernatural
virtue.

Question 295. Which are the chief sources of sin?
Answer. The chief sources of sin are seven: Pride,
Covetousness, Lust, Anger, Gluttony, Envy, and Sloth, and
they are commonly called capital sins.

My commentary.

Question 294 summarizes well how most of us will know if
something is wrong. First, we can know with complete
certainty that a certain action is sinful if it has been
condemned by God. God’s written word, our Holy
Scriptures, provide us with a wealth of moral teaching.
Likewise, God’s unwritten word, our Tradition, has been
entrusted and promulgated by the Church for our benefit.
When the Church points out that an action is intrinsically
sinful, she is warning both the faithful and those outside of
the Church that this action endangers their souls. Secondly,
we can discern that an action is wrong by its opposition to
a virtue. The four cardinal virtues of temperance, courage,
justice, and wisdom along with the theological virtues of
faith, hope, and love, are guides to human and divine
happiness. Anything that works against human goodness is
sinful in some respect. For example, eating too much is
opposed to moderate and temperate eating.

Following the teaching of the early Church Fathers, I prefer
to name eight capital or deadly sins: pride, vainglory,
greed, anger, lust, gluttony, envy, and sloth. Next week we
will go over how vainglory and pride are different sins that
are often confused with one another. Today it is enough to
note why these eight (or seven) sins are
called deadly or capital sins. We call them “deadly” sins to
denote that they have the potential of being serious sins
whereas we call them “capital” sins to express that they are
the source of other sins. Now, not every instance of a
capital sin is a serious sin or the cause of another sin. In
fact, the majority of our sins are venial. Nevertheless, any
sin has the possibility of drawing us slowly away from God
if we make it a habit. What makes the seven deadly sins
different is how great an impact they can have upon us. For
example, the sin of gluttony can cause the sin of lust by
weakening our ability to overcome and master our
appetites.

Moral theology spends a great deal of time categorizing
sins not to frighten us but to enlighten us. All of us need to
identify our good and bad habits. When we understand
which sin is actually causing the other sins, we know
which virtue we need to practice more. In fact, most of us
will discover that there is one virtue that we will constantly
need to practice precisely because it is contrary to our
personality. By moderating our behavior and temperament,
we can configure ourselves more and more to Christ. As
we enter the final days of Advent, it is fitting for all of us
to strive to be just a little more like Christ. May we allow
His sanctifying grace to come to fruition in ourselves just
as Christ entered time in Bethlehem.
