Today we are looking at some bits of history connected to the 

Papacy. One of the quirks of history was the creation of the 

Papal States. For almost a thousand years, the Church directly 

ruled central Italy. Although we might find this strange, for 

most of the Church’s history the pope was both a spiritual and 

temporal ruler.�

�

Question 536. How many Popes have governed the Church 

from St. Peter to Pius XI.?��

Answer. From St. Peter to Pius XI., 261 Popes have governed 

the Church; and many of them have been remarkable for their 

zeal, prudence, learning and sanctity.��

�

Question 539. What do we mean by the "temporal power" 

of the Pope?��

Answer. By the temporal power of the Pope we mean the 

right which the Pope has as a temporal or ordinary ruler to 

govern the states and manage the properties that have 

rightfully come into the possession of the Church.��

�

Question. 540. How did the Pope acquire and how was he 

deprived of the temporal power?��

Answer. The Pope acquired the temporal power in a just 

manner by the consent of those who had a right to bestow it. 

He was deprived of it in an unjust manner by political 

changes.��

�

� First, let’s extend the time horizon for Question 536 

to today. Since Pope Pius XI we have had seven more popes 

with Pope Francis being the two hundredth and sixty sixth 

pope. If we mark St. Peter’s papacy from 30 AD, the average 

pope has reigned for seven and half years. Some popes have 

reigned for much longer � like Pope St. John Paul II, who 

reigned for over 26 years � and others have had much shorter 

reigns, such as Pope John Paul I, who only lived 33 days as 

pope.�

� Second, let us discuss temporal power for a second. 

Temporal power is the power over the things of this earth, and 

in today’s world it is mostly held by governments. We take it 

for granted that every nation state is ruled by politicians, 

whom we usually elect, and a bureaucracy, who implement 

the laws created by the politicians. To a much lesser extent in 

today’s world, temporal power is also held by business 

owners and anyone who holds private property.��

� For most of human history, however, temporal power 

was not held by governments. Before the rise of the modern 

state, most of the world was ruled by feudal lords. These men 

and women controlled particular pieces of territory by right of 

conquest or inheritance. These nobles were connected via a 

system of vassalage, in which nobles of lower rank paid taxes 

and pledged troops to their overlords.��

� Third, the Papal States began to exist in the seventh 

century because of a power vacuum.  When we talk about the 

Fall of the Roman Empire, we usually imagine barbarians 

rampaging around. That is true…sort of. What happened was 

a major immigration problem. The Romans allowed German 

tribes to cross over into the territory under the condition that 

they would help the Romans to keep other tribes out. � �

Cont’d�

That would be like us hiring Mexican drug cartels to provide 

us border security. It did not work out. Fairly soon, the 

Germanic tribes became the de facto rulers over the areas they 

lived � after ransacking and pillaging. The Roman Empire in 

the West did not so much fall as fracture into petty kingdoms. 

Because the Church continued to provide for the needs of the 

people in and around Rome, it became the de facto state.��

� From approximately 754 AD through 1870 the Papal 

states existed as its own state. For the first few centuries the 

Papal States existed within the framework of what would later 

be called the Holy Roman Empire. Briefly suppressed during 

Napoleon’s conquests, the Papal States ceased to exist in 1870 

during the unification of Italy. When the� Baltimore 

Catechism� mentions the unjust usurpation of lands, it is 

referring to the wars waged by what would eventually become 

the Kingdom of Italy.�

� Although it was a happy accident that the Church 

became a temporal power, it was a tragedy that bloodshed was 

used to unify the Italian peninsula. We should not mourn over 

the Church’s lost temporal power, but we should question the 

motivations that led to the unification of Italy. Moreover, we 

should not romanticize what was a very complicated history. I 

am fairly certain that the popes since Pope Pius XII have not 

been too worried about the loss of that territory.��

ASK FATHER?�

Question: “What is the difference between our 

soul and our spirit?”�

Answer: This question has actually stumped theologians. In 

fact, if you search for this question online, you will find 

answers from Catholic dioceses that are in error. Let us turn to 

the current� Catechism of the Catholic Church� for a good 

starting point:��

367. Sometimes the soul is distinguished from the spirit: St. 

Paul for instance prays that God may sanctify his people 

"wholly", with "spirit and soul and body" kept sound and 

blameless at the Lord's coming.

�

The Church teaches that this 

distinction does not introduce a duality into the soul.

�

"Spirit" 

signifies that from creation man is ordered to a supernatural 

end and that his soul can gratuitously be raised beyond all it 

deserves to communion with God.�

368. The spiritual tradition of the Church also emphasizes the 

heart, in the biblical sense of the depths of one's being, where 

the person decides for or against God.�

� Metaphysically speaking, the soul and the spirit are 

the same: it is the principle of life that makes us alive. “Spirit” 

is used to designate that we are created for God whereas 

“soul” can be used to refer to what is merely human. 

Likewise, when we talk about the “heart” we are not referring 

to the organ, but to the deepest part of our souls that is meant 

for love. As long as we remember that each human being is 

both physical and spiritual but remains a single person, we are 

thinking correctly. Moreover, as Catholics we affirm that 

what God has given us to connect with material reality is also 

meant to connect us with the Divine. It is not the case that we 

have a separate spirit for God and a soul for our lives on earth. 

Each of us is one human being, made in the image of God for 

love and eternity.�
