The parable in today’s gospel may cause us to stop and consider several 

ques6ons: What kind of seed are we? Were we sca,ered on rocky soil or 

fer6le? Will we bear fruit? If so, how much�thirty, sixty, one hundred fold? 

Being viewed as seed sca,ered on the ground does not seem to leave much 

room for free will. The seed sca,ered on rocks can scarcely move itself to 

the fer6le soil. Is it the fault of the seed for landing in an inhospitable �

environment? Then again, what about the seed that finds itself in fer6le 

soil? Is there a responsibility to grow and produce 

fruit? That can hardly happen if it’s eaten by a 

bird. Again, the ques6on of free will seems to be 

outside the realm of this parable.�

Today, we might pray for the grace to grow 

where we find ourselves and to produce as much 

fruit as possible. One day there will be a harvest 

and we shall experience new life. Such is the �

paschal mystery.�
