PSR NEWS

2020-2021 PSR Registration for new families: The Parish School of Religion,
or PSR, provides religion classes once each week for students in grades 1-8 who
attend either a public school or a home school program. All families who
participate in PSR find that the volunteer teachers are caring people who truly
enjoy sharing our Catholic faith with the students in their classes. PSR classes
take place on Sundays from 10:15-11:15am and on Mondays from 7-8pm; a
home school option is also available. Contact the staff of the Religious
Education Office via email - stbrendanreo@yahoo.com - for forms and more
information. In order to properly plan for the new PSR year, completed
registration forms MUST be returned to the REO no later than August 1%
2020-2021 PSR Registration for returning families: PSR registration forms (for
all families with children who were enrolled in PSR grades 1-7 during last
school year) were mailed in March 2020. All families were contacted this week
via phone call and email about completing and returning the registration forms.
In order to properly plan for the new PSR year, completed registration
forms MUST be returned to the REO no later than August 1.

WHY DO CATHOLICS BAPTIZE BABIES?

Answer:

For adults who want to be baptized, the celebration only takes place after a long,
guided, and thoughtful process through the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults.
This is also true for many Protestant Christians, who are baptized later in life,
often after a personal, transforming religious experience. So, it seems fair to ask
why our Catholic tradition includes infant baptism. After all, if we make adults
who want to become Catholic wait months and even years as they grow in their
understanding of Christ and his teachings, why should babies — who “do
nothing” — be baptized?

Our custom of infant baptism dates back to the earliest days of the Church,
when St. Paul baptized entire households, including, we presume, children (see
Acts 16:15, 33; 18:8). That had become common practice by the second century.
When Christianity was legalized 200 years later, infant baptism became the
normal practice throughout the Church.

We recognize that in Baptism, we are given the grace to overcome original sin
— the human tendency to choose ourselves and our own wills over God — and
to become members of the Church. This is the gift we give to infants in
Baptism.

In its essence, the baptism of infants also reminds us adult Christians that the
gift of salvation and membership in the Church (i.e., the Body of Christ) is
God’s initiative. It is freely offered to us, regardless of where we might be in
life’s journey. Salvation isn’t something we earn. Instead, we see that Baptism is
the beginning of a lifelong process of growing into the kind of disciples that
Jesus wants us to be. ©LPi

NAVIGATOR NEWS FROM THE SCHOOL:

More Remote Learning Activities from the 4™ Quarter

3" Grade Expository Writing & Animal Portraits — While working at home,
Mrs. Daisy Johnston’s 3™ grade students completed a unit on expository writing.
Each student researched and wrote a report on a specific animal. To accompany
their final reports, the student created a picture of their animal using the paper
collage technique. The resulting animal portraits were very impressive!

ABC’s of 1 Grade — During their final Zoom meeting of the year, Miss Jessica
Manahan’s 1* grade class created “The ABC’s of First Grade” with words
beginning with A through Z. The students included names of their classmates,
words they had learned to spell, topics they had learned about, fun activities
they did, and words to describe first grade.

Library Mystery Boards — Students in 2™ through 5™ grade, along with some
of their younger and older siblings, were able to continue one of their regular
library activities in April and May when the monthly “Mystery Board” went
online. Librarian Mrs. Mary Welch recorded videos opening and reading the
four clues for each board. The students were then challenged to make
inferences from each clue and attempt to identify the mystery fictional
character. The students emailed Mrs. Welch their answers and at the end of the
school year everyone with a correct guess was entered into a raffle for a free
book. Congratulations to the lucky winner, Brody Seith, who selected a copy of
“The Bad Guys” by Aaron Blabey as his prize.

Shadow Movement Video — The final video challenge of the school year from
our P.E. instructor Coach Charlotte Thomas was for the students to show off
their creativity and take a “shadow movement” photo, highlighting a shape,
message or movement. Coach Thomas assembled their work into the following

3" Grade Fruits of the Spirit — During the final week of instruction,

Mrs. Daisy Johnson’s 3™ grade Religion class learned about the Fruits of the
Spirit. They watched a video and read a Bible passage about each attribute. In
response, they then each wrote their own prayer, summarized the Bible story,
and completed a Bible verse matching activity.
