NAVIGATOR NEWS FROM THE SCHOOL:

Preparing for the New School Year

Google Classroom Training — On August 6, members of the St. Brendan
faculty gathered for a training session about Google Classroom. The meeting
provided additional training for those faculty members who did not primarily
use Google Classroom last spring. Although we hope that we do not have to use
Google for remote learning again this fall, the teachers in many grades will
utilize Google to post assignments and announcements even when in school, to
both facilitate communication with the students who opt for simultaneous
learning and to make sure all the students are familiar with the platform, in case
remote learning becomes necessary.

4™ Grade Science Enhancements — This summer Mrs. Diane Thomas has been
planmng new STEM and Interactive Notebook lessons in Science for her

4™ grade students. The STEM lessons present an engaging task that asks
students to solve a problem. Creativity, collaboration, communication, and
critical thinking are designed to be an integral part of each task. With
Interactive Notebooks, Mrs. Thomas’ students will replace traditional note
taking consisting only of pages of handwritten information with notes that are
colorful and spread out across the pages. The notes will often include drawings,
diagrams, and 3-D elements to make the material understandable, engaging and
relevant. Mrs. Thomas is looking forward to implementing these new lessons
and techniques in the upcoming school year.

3" Grade Art — Mrs. Daisy Johnson has been researching fun art projects for
her 3™ grade students for the coming school year. A favorite so far has been
animals made from egg cartons (see the photo in the side bar). The 3™ grade
will incorporate research and writing skills to create a report on an animal, then
create these 3-D art projects.

Preparing for Potential Student Assessments — Over the summer, Mrs. Sue
Caroscio attended a series of Webinars from the nonprofit academic assessment
organization, NWEA, on MAP testing. The most recent webinar topic was
"Working Smart: An Action Plan for School Restart." The discussion included
strategies for using balanced assessments to support equity for all students; how
to use data and specific reports to identify each student's starting point; how to
leverage goal setting and the learning continuum.
