Archbishop Vigneron has named Fr. Arokiaselvam
Nithiyaselvam, MSFS, pastor of St. Ephrem, AS MODER-
ATOR OF OUR PARISH FAMILY (St. Ephrem, St. Martin
de Porres, St. Michael, St. Blase) FR. ARO is a Missionary
of St. Francis De Sales, hence the initials MSFS. THE
MODERATOR IS THE ONE WHO GUIDES AND DI-
RECTS THE FAMILY. He will have the responsibility of
beginning this process, together with the other pastors
and parish staffs. Let us hold Fr. Aro in our prayers. With
the naming of Fr. Aro as Moderator, further movement
forward on Families of Parishes will continue after the
Christmas Season.

TODAY WE CELEBRATE THE RITE OF AC-
CEPTANCE (into the Catechumenate) at our 11:00 A.M.
liturgy. In August, when our Liturgy Planning Committee
held its 3-day retreat, we had no candidates whatsoever
for the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults. Come Oc-
tober, we hastily held a special pastoral staff meeting to
plan the best strategy for the number of people who had
come forward. While plans are always subject to change,
at this point, it appears we will have 5-6 baptisms at Eas-
ter Vigil and 13 or more completing Initiation. There are
also a number of teens who, together with the confirma-
tion class, will be confirmed in the spring. Those wel-
comed into the RCIA today need our prayerful support.
Likewise, we learn from them the summons to and grace
of conversion.

We also hold our bishops in prayer. BEGINNING
THIS MONDAY, THE U.S. CONFERENCE OF CATH-
OLIC BISHOPS MEET to work through a full agenda.
The preliminary agenda includes: the Eucharistic revival
initiative and approval of a national Eucharistic Congress
in 2024; a statement on the Eucharist, The Mystery of the
Eucharist in the Life of the Church; the proposal to add
Saint Teresa of Calcutta to the liturgical calendar of the
U.S. and a new English and Spanish versions of the Order
of Christian Initiation of Adults.

During the assembly, the bishops will vote on
chairs for several internal committees. They will also
hold discussions on the 2021-2023 Synod of Bishops,
among many other topics related to Justice and Christian
Service.

Looking ahead...CHRISTMAS FALLS ON A SAT-
URDAY. THIS HAS SIGNIFICANT RAMIFICATIONS
FOR OUR PARISH CALENDAR. The next day, Sunday,
December 26™, is already Holy Family Sunday. Please
note that there will be no 4:00 P.M. liturgy on Saturday
(Christmas Day) for Sunday’s Feast of the Holy Family.

The following week could be more confusing. Be-
cause the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God is on Satur-
day, January 1%, there is no obligation to participate in
Mass. There will be no liturgies that day, including the
4:00 P.M. This avoids confusion as to what we are cele-
brating, insofar as an evening mass on January 1 must
Mass for the Epiphany of our Lord, which is Sunday,

January 2". In addition, I cannot imagine that many peo-
ple will want to drop whatever they are doing on New
Year’s Day to participate in a 4:00 P.M. liturgy. Please
keep this in mind when making plans for the Christmas
holiday.
