In the carol, “The Twelve Days of Christmas,” we sing
about “ten lords a leaping.” In this Sunday’s Gospel we hear
about another “lord” a leaping — the unborn John who leaps with
joy in Elizabeth’s womb in the presence of the unborn Child in
Mary’s womb.

This Gospel makes clear to us that the coming of the
Savior is the work of the Holy Spirit — then in the time of Mary and
Elizabeth, now in our own time.
