This week there will be a special meeting for our Confir-

mation candidates and their parents as we begin our new 

program leading to the celebration of the Sacrament of 

Confirmation in the fall of 2020. As the candidates and 

parents will be reminded, the Sacrament of Confirmation 

not just completes one’s initiation into the life of the 

Church (along with the Sacraments of Baptism and Eucha-

rist), but it is the time of total commitment to living one’s 

Catholic faith. This means that one is committed to living 

the Precepts (Laws) of the Church for the rest of one’s life.�

These Precepts are five in number.�

1.�Attend and participate in Mass on all Sundays (or 

Saturday evenings) and Holy Days of Obligation�

2.�Confess your sins at least once a year�

3.�Receive Holy Communion during the Easter Season�

4.�Observe the days of fast and abstinence�

5.�Support the work of the Church by sharing time, tal-

ent and treasure�

Especially as both the calendar year and the Church Year 

of Grace are beginning to wind down it is a good time for 

all of us to reflect upon our faithfulness to the Precepts of 

the Church. Parents, especially, should recommit them-

selves to living these Precepts, being models of them to 

their children and not be afraid to insist that their children 

fulfill the Precepts of our Catholic faith along with them. I 

firmly believe that the more each of us is committed to 

living the five Precepts of the Church we are better wit-

nesses of our faith, more people will return to Church and 

the peace of Christ will spread throughout all of society.�

ORDINARY TIME:  AUTUMN�

 A Sense of the Season�

     All of our days are numbered. Now that Christ has ris-

en from the dead and ascended into heaven, we count 

down the days until he returns in glory to judge the living 

and the dead. Ordinary Time is “ordinal” time: numbered 

days, days in which we lay out the scriptures and the 

prayers to bide our time until Christ returns.�

     Although the church makes no official distinction   

between the days of Ordinary Time from Pentecost until 

Advent, in our lives we experience the subtle shift from 

the relaxed days of summer to the increasingly active 

days of autumn. For some of us, the shift comes with the 

end�of�summer holiday or the beginning of school. Others 

see work activities shift, from tending to harvesting, from 

stocking shelves to increasing sales, from cashing out an 

old fiscal year to digging into a new one.�

     The church calendar contains some subtle shifts, too. 

On September 14

th

 we celebrate the Holy Cross, and the 

waning of the natural world around us points us to the 

mystery of suffering and redemption. At the end of     

September we invoke the holy archangels to guard us in 

the encroaching twilight. And if we listen closely to the 

scriptures in October, we begin to hear talk of the last 

days and the final things. These thoughts reach their cul-

mination with the great festival of saints and souls,      

November 1

st

 and 2

nd

. And we spend November remem-

bering the dead, preparing for the end and celebrating 

Christ, the first fruits harvested of the new creation, the 

firstborn from the dead.�

     This is the extraordinary opportunity that autumn’s  

Ordinary Time opens up for us. �
