 Mass Readings and Intentions�
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We are given another parable today 

from St. Matthew’s Gospel, the Par-

able of the Tenants. (Mt 33�42) The parable gives us a brief overview of salvation history. The landowner is God, 

the vineyard is Israel, the tenants are the religious leaders, the servants are God’s messengers and prophets, and the 

son is Jesus. As we hear in the parable, the religious leaders fail to produce fruit, the good works demanded of God. 

They reject the pleas of God’s messengers and prophets and then, ultimately, Jesus. The vineyard is then handed 

over to new tenants, which is traditionally identified as the Church. How blessed we are to be entrusted with a rela-

tionship with Jesus. However, the challenge now goes out to each of us. We are called to produce fruit! Our world 

needs to see the fruits that flow from a love of Jesus. It is not enough to simply be members of the Church, but we 

must be members on fire with Our Lord. The world needs to see people who are holy, people who attend Mass, 

people who are kind to others, people who speak about Jesus, people who stand up for justice, people who work for 

unity, and people who smile. What kind of fruit is God calling you to produce?�

�

Today we celebrate Respect Life Sunday. In fact, the entire month of October is dedicated to 

preserving the sanctity of life. This month, in a special way, we are called to show our appre-

ciation and respect for all human life, from womb to tomb. When we talk of respecting life, 

this encompasses a wide range of issues, such as poverty, the death penalty, racism, religious 

freedom, unemployment, the environment, and immigration. However, what stands as 

preeminent is the right to be born. Without birth, the other issues do not even exist. It is sad 

to say that since abortion became legal in this country in 1973, approximately 62 million lives have been tragically 

ended through abortion. What are we to do? Make a difference! We can create a culture of life through such things 

as prayer, peaceful protest, dialogue, donations to pro�life causes and candidates, and voting for life. Please do not 

allow the Devil to convince you that you cannot make a difference.  Please pray daily for an end to abortion and do 

all that you to bring about a world that truly respects life. Bishop Zubik recently wrote an excellent letter regarding 

the upcoming elections. As he makes clear, we must take our Catholic faith into the voting booth. Being a Catholic 

is our primary identity. Over the years, a sad philosophy has evolved that calls for separating our faith beliefs from 

our actions. We can never leave Jesus behind. We take Jesus with us no matter what we do. The bishop’s letter is 

included in the bulletin. Please keep the upcoming elections in your prayers. �

As we enter the month of October, I remind all to pray the rosary. Preferably each day! Please note that we have a 

livestreamed rosary each week. The rosary is a wonderful way to come closer to Jesus, Mary, and the various mys-

teries of salvation. We focus on the rosary in October because this Wednesday, October 7, is the feast of Our Lady 

of the Rosary. The feast day commemorates a naval battle won by the Christian fleet against the Turks in 1571. The 

miraculous victory was attributed to the saying of the rosary. Thus, October is an opportune time to come closer to 

our heavenly Mother. Some of the books I recommend are True Devotion to Mary by St. Louis de Montfort and The 

Glories of Mary by St. Alphonsus Liguori (Pope Francis’ favorite). Please pray for Our Lady’s intercession for life 

as we commemorate Respect Life Month and for the upcoming elections.�

Bishop Zubik has recently allowed for the increasing of attendance to 50% maximum capacity for each Mass. With 

the increase all safety protocols must still be followed, including mask�wearing, social distancing, and cleaning and 

sanitizing. The latest increase does not have an immediate impact upon us because we have been safely at the 25% 

maximum capacity at our Masses. However, the 50% increase will help us as we move forward with the hope that 

our numbers increase. We have in fact been seeing increasing numbers which is a wonderful sign. I believe that 

Mass, with all the precautions in place, offers a safe environment. However, please note that there is 

still no obligation to attend Mass. I ask that you do not feel any pressure or guilt for not attending 

Mass during these trying times. I run into many of you who are participating in the Mass through the 

internet, television, or the radio. These are great alternatives for those unable to attend Mass. let us 

continue to pray for an end to COVID and a full return to normalcy. In relation to Mass, I invite those 

who unable to attend to call the office to be placed on the Holy Communion call list. The bishop has 

recently granted permission for clergy to take Holy Communion to shut�ins in non�emergency cir-

cumstances. Our plan is to come on a monthly basis. In addition, I have been asked by Eucharistic 

Ministers if they can take Holy Communion to their households. The answer is yes. Ministers can 

take Holy Communion to their loved ones, but are still not able to take Holy Communion to those outside of their 

household or those they are not in close contact with.�

Finally, I thank all for the Burger Bash. It was such a wonderful time with great food! It was so good to see us be 

able to interact in a social setting. I especially thank our volunteers for their labors. I look forward to our next To 

Go Dinner. �

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BLESSED FRANCIS XAVIER SEELOS � 

OCTOBER 5�

Born in southern Bavaria, he 

studied philosophy and theology 

in Munich. On hearing about the 

work of the Redemptorists 

among German�speaking 

Catholics in the United States, 

he came to this country in 1843. 

Ordained at the end of 1844, he was assigned for six 

years to St. Philomena’s Parish in Pittsburgh as an 

assistant to Saint� John Neumann. The next three 

years Father Seelos was superior in the same 

community, and began his service as novice master.�

Several years in parish ministry in Maryland 

followed, along with responsibility for training 

Redemptorist students. During the Civil War Fr. 

Seelos went to Washington, D.C., and appealed to 

President Lincoln that those students not be drafted 

for military service, although eventually some were.�

In 1867, he died of yellow fever, having contracted 

that disease while visiting the sick. He was beatified 

in 2000.��

OCTOBER 6�

October 6 we celebrate a saint who was never canon-

ized and who wanted to live in solitude and prayer. 

Saint Bruno was a Carthusian who took great steps to 

find a quiet place to live in spite of being asked to 

assist the Pope in Rome.�

SAINT BRUNO�

When Marie�Rose Durocher was 29, Bishop Ignace 

Bourget became bishop of Montreal. He faced a 

shortage of priests and sisters and a rural population 

that had been largely deprived of education. Bishop 

Bourget founded the Sisters of the Holy Names of 

Jesus and Mary, with Marie�Rose as its first member 

and co�foundress.�

BLESSED MARIE�ROSE DUROCHER�

October 9. This martyr and patron of France is 

regarded as the first bishop of Paris. His popularity is 

due to a series of legends, especially those 

connecting him with the great abbey church of St. 

Denis in Paris.�

SAINT JOHN LEONARDI�
