A Message From Our Pastor

Last Sunday, the church received 7 new saints to be our 

strength, our joy, our intercessors before the throne of God. 

Among them was Pope Paul VI and Archbishop Oscar 

Romero.  Each are known around the world for bearing 

witness to the Good Shepherd, who always loves and protects 

the flock.  

Every saint in the two thousand years of Catholic life share 

certain identifiable traits:  

1)the conscious of the presence of God, 

2) the giving and receiving love, and 

3) the hope of living forever in the kingdom of God.

Its no wonder that we all want to be saints!   It has been aptly 

said that there really is only one true tragedy in life;  To have 

never became a saint. We have yearnings of this kind.; to 

discover God at the heart of all things and then share the joy 

of that discovery with others. 

As attested to in scripture, prophets do not arrive very often.  

Saints are our prophets, proclaiming and revealing the 

presence of God in our midst.  By God’s grace Oscar Romero 

was martyr, prophet, saint.  On the day before an assassin’s 

bullet brought an end to his life while he was celebrating mass 

nearly 40 year ago, this gentle shepherd called everyone to a 

shared sense of belonging.  Especially in times of violence, 

repression, and civil war, we seek our own advantage over 

others rather than seeing the brotherhood that is God’s will 

for us.  This brotherhood is precisely what could protect us.  

In that sermon, the Archbishop pleaded with the military of El 

Salvador to refuse to follow any orders that broke God’s laws 

and would have them kill their own people.  He proclaimed, 

“In the name of God, in the name of suffering people whose cries 

rise to heaven more loudly each day.  I implore you, I beg you, I 

order you in the name of God:  Stop the repression.”

He did everything with apostolic courage, even though he was 

actually a rather shy and self-effacing man by natural 

temperament.  That memorable plea in that final homily 

revealed apostolic courage unrestricted by fears for his own 

safety.  His voice rings out with a love that is stronger than 

the fear of death.  

Many attribute the beginning of Archbishop Romero’s 

transformation into a bold prophetic figure to when his close 

friend, Jesuit Father Rutilio Grande, was assassinated in 1977 

along with two Salvadorans.  Father Grande’s murder 

prompted Archbishop Romero to strike a mote 

confrontational posture with the government.  At Father 

Grande’s funeral, our newest saint did not hold back from 

declaring his moral posture:

“Anyone who attacks one of my priests, attacks me.”

His voice reminds me of Christ.  His stance reminds me 

of the non-violent Gospel-centered way of confronting 

evil that Brother Jesus gave witness to.
