FR. MARK’S MESSAGE:

In my family this was the week to put up the live Christmas tree. Most of
the trees had been picked through by the time we arrived to choose our
tree. Dad was always in charge of obtaining the tree from one of the local
filling stations...usually in Celina. Because our family was usually late in
procuring the tree, it was always flawed with bare spots. That was alright
as we spun the tree around several times in the corner of the parlor to
show the least amount of holes. The smaller holes we could hide with
large ornaments and bubble lights that used to be Grandmas.

What really made the tree come to life was the placement of the tin-
sel. Mom was in charge of that aspect of decorating. They had to be
placed just right with just the right amount. It couldn't be too thick... so
each strand had to be placed with care so they could glisten in the light. 1
used to take an individual strand and with a poof of air from my mouth
the tree gradually became adorned with silver streaks. The holes which
were so evident when we began were filled and forgotten.

I think somehow that is how God loves us. We are filled with imperfec-
tions but that doesn't seem to bother Him as He decorates us...just
right. It may take a while to get that perfect look, but the process of lov-
ing is part of the fun. Pretty soon those imperfections are forgotten.

Jesus comes at Christmas to embrace our humanity and we get to embrace
Him. We get to help decorate also. It is so important to whisper kind
words and show God's love to fill in the holes of our world. Just as each
individual strand of tinsel helped to show light, each act of kindness could
be just what someone needs to show the light of Christ in a dark
world.
