My Dear People,

Today in the Gospel, Jesus opens the ears of the deaf
man and removes his speech impediment. Jesus performs
this great sign out of compassion for the man. Jesus then
orders those present not to tell anyone, but the people
could not contain their excitement for what they saw:

“He has done all things well. He makes the deaf hear

and the mute speak.” People experienced something of
Jesus and went forth to tell others about it. And so the
Church grew. Maybe Jesus wanted people to come to
faith in Him on their own and that is why he wanted no
one to say a word about what they saw.
However, word spread and more and more
people began to come to see Christ and
experience Him for themselves. We are the
beneficiaries of 2000 years of the witness
of the Church to the death and resurrection
of Christ and how Jesus continues to work
in our world.

We are off to a great start in our second year at the South Campus! The preschool students have been busy adjusting
to their new routines, making new friends, and having lots of fun. All three classrooms — The Shamrocks, The Cool Cats,
and The Llamas - love playing outside on the big, shady playground. They are learning how to be good students and
classmates, which includes being kind to all, listening to their teachers, and loving Jesus!

Dedication and Blessing of Solar on Gym Roof: You Are Invited!
Friday, September 10 after the 8:40AM School Mass (approximately 9:30AM) at the school gym

Ouir first solar project at St. Thomas More is installed, connected to Duke
Energy, and reducing our use of fossil fuels and our electric bills! YesSolar has
installed 130 panels on the roof of the gym, one of which has been signed on
the back by St. Thomas More School students.

Thank you to those who made this possible, who donated the cost of the
project so that we not only reduce our impact on the environment but also
start saving immediately on our electricity bills, leading to an estimated
$170,000 savings over the 25-year life of the panels.

Fr. Scott and Principal Fulford will combine the blessing of the solar project
with the annual blessing of St. Thomas More school at the start of the school
year. The gym solar will be dedicated to St. Francis of Assisi; our next solar project will be dedicated to St. Clare.
This project also serves as an initial step in the parish's participation in the Laudato Si’ Action Platform, the
seven-year Care for Creation project proposed by Pope Francis. You will be hearing more in the coming weeks.
