From the administrator pro tem:

On Friday, June 7, Bishop David Zubik announced

that effective Monday, July 15, the clergy teams of

St. Thomas the Apostle (STA) and St. Joseph the Worker
(SJW) Parishes would be split, with Fr. D’ Antonio,

Fr. Mastrangelo, and Dcn. Demblowski remaining with
STA, and the others to be assigned to SJW, except

Fr. Kezmarsky, who will instead go to Christ the Divine
Shepherd Parish and serve also as chaplain to the
Monroeville hospitals. This followed the May 31
announcement that Fr. James Bachner would be the
pastor of STA, and Fr. Michael Stumpf the pastor of
SIW.

I observe that in last week’s bulletin, my note “from the
administrator” was followed by announcements about the
Appalachia Work Camp (AWC). Fr. Sweeny was pastor
of St. Thomas the Apostle Parish and also served as an
officer of the non-profit corporation behind the AWC. In
this dual role, he allowed the AWC the use of parish
communication tools and property for fundraising and
other operations.

It's acceptable for pastors to have their parishes cooperate
with non-profits, but we should always identify those
institutions as separate legal entities. I am uncertain the
extent to which that was done in the past.

So just to be clear: The AWC, while surely a worthwhile
mission, is in fact a mission of a separate organization
that has no legal relationship with either St. Thomas the
Apostle Parish or the Catholic Diocese of Pittsburgh.

That’s important for many reasons, one of which is that
beneficiaries of charitable gifts are required to keep
donation records. In this case, participants in AWC
fundraisers will not be tracked or acknowledged by STA
Parish. Participants in AWC programs are participating
under AWC rules and procedures and not under the
supervision of the Catholic Church.

Thank you again for your patience as the parish
undergoes this pastoral transition.
