Our Life Chain/Pro Life Sunday celebration this year is on Sunday, October 4, 2020. Due to the scourge of       
Coronavirus pandemic, we will not be standing at the traffic intersection here in Inwood as we have done in the 
past. Though we will not be gathering physically to celebrate this annual memorial this year, there is nothing  
prohibiting us from coming together as a parish family of St. Leo to pray for this noble cause. Life Chain is a      
celebration and reaffirmation of our belief that life is a precious gift from God, which begins from the moment of 
conception to natural death. This means that the intentional taking of the life of the unborn (whether in the     
beginning stages of development in the womb, later in life, at times of sickness or disability) embryonic stem cell 
research, human cloning, death penalty, euthanasia and assisted suicide are morally wrong. You and your family 
can join us in the Life Chain Sunday this year by praying the following intercessory prayers: 

(a) For the protection of all human life and that we say “yes” to life: R. Lord hear our prayer 

(b) For those who feel overwhelmed or threatened by their pregnancy that they say “yes’ to life: 
R. Lord hear our prayer. 

(c) For those who have had an abortion, that they may receive for-
giveness through the mercy of God:  
R. Lord hear our prayer.
