The Church celebrates the life of St. Charbel Makhlouf, a
Maronite Catholic priest, monk, & hermit who is known for
working miracles both during his life & after his death. At his
beatification in 1965, Pope Paul VI described him as “a new,
eminent member of monastic sanctity, who through his example
and his intercession is enriching the entire Christian people.”
After becoming “Brother Charbel,” then studied for the

priesthood, ordained & returned to the Monastery of St. Maron,
where he lived & served for 19 years. Showing great devotion to
the life of prayer, manual work & contemplative silence, his
superiors observed God's “supernatural power’ at work in his life
& was known as a wonder-worker even among some Muslims. In
1875, he was permitted to live as a solitary monk in a nearby
hermitage. Deeply devoted to God's Eucharistic presence, he
suffered a stroke while celebrating the Divine Liturgy on
December 16, 1898 & died on Christmas Eve that year. St.
Charbel's tomb has been a site for pilgrimages & hundreds of
miracles are believed to have occurred through his intercession
with God, both in Lebanon and around the world. Canonized in
1977 by Pope Paul VI, who had earlier hailed the Lebanese
Maronite saint as an “admirable flower of sanctity blooming on
the stem of the ancient monastic traditions of the Fast.”
