On July 31, 2021 our community received its most recent installment from the Upon this Rock Cam-
paign. The most recent installment received was $10,934.21! Thank you to everyone for all of your support
for the mission of the Church in the Diocese of Buffalo and here at St. Michael's. Since the beginning of
the campaign, funds received through Upon this Rock have been used to help make improvements to our
buildings. Currently we are focused on the lighting of the church to be improved in the Fall of
2022. Beginning this Fall we will be working with different electricians for bids and reviewing various op-
tions to improve the lighting. Currently the lighting is not very energy efficient, it is not safe to change the
lights when they need to be replaced, and it is much too dark above the main body of the church, especial-
ly in the winter time. The plan is to use funds from Upon this Rock to help pay for the chosen solution and
lighting upgrades/changes. Once again, thank you for your support of Upon this Rock, which helps with
the vitality of the church in our local community here in Wyoming County but also throughout the Diocese
of Buffalo.
