What to expect moving forward: 
After these final Masses, Bishop Fisher will issue 
separate decrees merging St. Isidore Parish into St. 
Michael Parish and Mary Immaculate Parish into St. 
Michael Parish and Ss. Joachim & Anne Parish into St. 
John Neumann Parish. Our Family office will be 
sending out letters to all parishioners impacted by the 
mergers, asking that you communicate your intentions 
of continuing with our Parish Family. Again, it is my 
hope you will continue as a vital member of our church. 
We are asked to inventory everything on the church 
properties. We will hold onto everything we identify: as 
sacred; as needed at our remaining worship sites; as 
significant to our history. Items that we identify as 
surplus, ex. furniture, etc., we will look to sell. All 
monies collected will be deposited into the selling 
parish’s accounts. We are aware that some items were 
gifted to the churches from families. These will be 
handled on a case-by-case basis. All of this will take 
time and the need for many volunteers to help. A 
Transition Team will be formed to 
handle all the details of the mergers. 
A Transition Team  meeting is scheduled for 6:30PM 
Tuesday, October 29 at Warsaw.
