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MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR
My dear parish family,

This coming Thursday, Nov. 1, we will celebrate the Solemnity of All
Saints, which is a Holy Day of Obligation, and on Friday, Nov. 2, we
will have the Commemoration of All Souls Day. Please note the

Mass Schedule for the Holy Day Masses at both worship sites.

From the earliest centuries of Church, the intention of the feast of Al
Saints was to honor all who are in heaven with God. It started as a
way of honoring many martyrs whose existence was perhaps
unknown to the early Church, whose names were known only to God.
By the fifth century the celebration included non-martyrs as well.
Today the Church honors all the saints, those officially beatified and
canonized as well as the multitude of those who are in heaven
enjoying the beatific vision known only to God. This would include
members of our own families and friends who have gone before us
marked with the sign of faith and now see God face to face.

The Solemnity of All Saints should inspire us with tremendous hope.
We are all called to be saints. Becoming a saint means learning to be
who we really are. Each of us is created in the image and likeness of
God. ltis in our nature to reflect God’s love and goodness. Saint
John tells us in the second reading for the Feast of All Saints that we
are children of God. Just as a child looks like his or her father and
mother, so we “look like” our Heavenly Father. Just as all that a child
has comes from his or her father and mother, so all that we have
comes from our Heavenly Father. We are God’s children, called to
live the love, the goodness and the truth that He has revealed to us in
His Son, Jesus Christ. May all the Saints intercede for us as we
strive to bear witness to Christ in all that we say and in all that we do.

After celebrating the feast of All Saints on Nov. 1, the Church invites
us on Nov. 2, the Commemoration of All Souls Day, to turn our
prayerful gaze to those who have left this world and are waiting to
reach the Heavenly City. The Church has always taught that it is
important and proper to pray for the dead because, even if they have
died in grace and in friendship with God, perhaps they still have need
of a further purification to enter into the joy of heaven. Intercession
for our departed loved ones is expressed in various ways, among
which is also a visit to the cemetery. To visit these holy places is an
occasion for us to reflect on the meaning of earthly life and to nourish,
at the same time, hope in the blessed eternity of Paradise.

Be assured that as | offer the Masses on All Saints Day & All Souls
Day, | will be remembering all of our deceased parishioners and all
of your loved ones in my intentions. May the souls of the faithful
departed, through the mercy of God, rest in peace. Amen!

MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL

BLINK!!! It is almost November and it seems, just as the leaves are
falling rapidly from the trees, so are the days passing on the
calendar...and way too fast, that's for sure. We are keeping busy
as always, making sure that our students are growing academically,
spiritually, socially and physically. We believe that we are offering
opportunities in all of these areas and are very proud to share.

This week we will talk a bit about our middle school program, to let
you know the strength and opportunities that exist for our oldest
students. Middle School at SPS is truly an individual entity, in
that content area, certified teachers are responsible for all core
areas of instruction; Religion, Mathematics, English Language
Arts, Science/Health, Social Studies and Spanish. Middle
School students also receive instruction in weekly or twice
weekly classes of Art, Music, Computer/Technology
Integration and Physical Education.

o Upon graduation, students in Grade 8 can earn up to three (3)
high school credits; Biology, Spanish | and Algebra.

o Classes at the middle school level are divided into smaller groups
for instruction (no more than 10 students in the 4 core areas) to
provide for more individual attention where needed and to
promote collaborative learning and group projects/interactions

o Students in Grade 8 are provided with a personal Chromebook
and carrying case that is theirs to use for the year. All other
middle school students have access to shared Chromebooks,
iPads and desktop computers as needed, and all students have a
Google account. All technology in our building is protected with
filtering and protective software to ensure that all are safely using
these resources at all times.

o Academic Support Services are provided 3-4 times per week,
and students have an additional 30 minutes at each of these
blocked times of direct instruction, in which they may receive a
little extra time and/or practice in an area of need

o Student Support Services are available to students with a 504
Accommodation Plan or those who may need some specific
assistance in an area where they may be a bit behind or need a
different style of instruction for a given topic

o Leadership opportunities are provided in a variety of ways for the
6th, 7th and 8th grade student at SPS: Student Council officers
and representatives, Recyclers for the school, Morning and
Afternoon live news announcers on our school-based daily
broadcasts, bus and lunchroom buddies, reading buddies and
readers and altar servers at weekly Mass, just to name a few.

Next week, | will share some of the other components of our
growing Middle School program. In this school year, ten new
students joined our Middle School across all three grades and our
new students have blended and adjusted as if they had been at
SPS since Pre-K. That is a tribute both to them and to our children,
who always welcome newcomers as friends and a part of their
classroom family. After three days in, you can't tell which students
are just beginning at St. Peter’s and who are the veterans ©©©)!
