My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

One of the most wonderful holidays of the Church’s year is
Easter, the season of joy, focused on emulating the life and
hope Jesus brings through his death and resurrection. Yet,
what if the Church was not focused on such matters? We
might see this in our own world, our own Diocese, but by looking at history, the
Church has gone through this ultimately with an event known as the “Western
Schism”, in which two individuals claimed to be the true pontiff (Pope) to lead
the Catholic Church. The main reason for this schism was of course, politics, at
a time in which the Church was a centerpiece in the political world.

The point of this article is not to focus on the political nature of the Church
however, but to find one of the true servants of the Church during this tlme
Catherine of Sienna. In celebrating her feast day this past Thursday (April 29™),
we have a woman who rebelled against all societal norms, yet followed Christ
in everything she did. Catherine of Sienna never married, yet did not join a
religious order or convent. She would find her own way in serving the Church
pushing for reforms of the clergy, mediating the political disaster of the
aforementioned Western Schism, and become well known for her mystical
spirituality, centered on her main treatise The Dialogue of Divine Providence.

Catherine of Sienna was so effectual in her mission, that she was one of the
first declared female Doctors of the Catholic Church (along with Theresa of
Avila on the same day). She is also the patron saint of Europe, a place many of
us share heritage from. If there is ever a time in your life when you doubt your
place in the Church or find a young woman struggling to find purpose or
fulfillment in their life, pray to Catherine of Sienna. Pray that she may guide
and intercede to give the strength and courage she showed in her life, almost a
millennia ago.
