Pastors Desk
Last Saturday, February 2, was an eventful day. Besides

Punxsutawney Phil not seeing his shadow, we were busy with a number of ac-
tivities here at Queen of Heaven, some planned and others not. There were
the usual Saturday morning Faith Formation classes, our Saturday evening
Masses, and then Home School Guild’s Meat Raffle. A couple other things,
however, came up unexpectedly. First, our weekly bulletins did not arrive until
after the two evening Masses were complete. Second, Fr. Luke passed
through the basement of the school during the 5:30 p.m. Mass and heard the
sound of running water coming from the school kitchen. A water pipe from
the first floor had burst, and water was flooding down into the kitchen. Conse-
quently, Fr. Luke contacted members of our buildings and grounds committee
who came quickly to the rescue. They turned all the water on campus off, and
contacted a plumber. After an hour or so, they were able to narrow down the
problem enough that we could turn the water back on partially, providing wa-
ter to the convent and parish hall where the meat raffle was taking
place. Eventually, we were able to cap off the problem pipe and turn all the
water back on a little after 9 p.m. |thank all those who jumped in so quickly to
help in the emergency. We had some damage to repair from the pipe burst,
but their rapid response prevented much greater harm from occurring. There
is always something exciting happening at the Q!

In our gospel this weekend, Jesus invites his disciples to “Put out into deep wa-
ter and lower your nets for a catch.” The disciples had been working hard all
night without much success, and it would have been easy for them to dismiss
the invitation. However, they listened and yielded a great harvest. Jesus
offers to us a similar invitation to deepen our relationship with him, and this
calls for a response on our part. As | mentioned in last week’s bulletin, we are
offering a number of opportunities to help us deepen our faith this coming
Lent. Two of these require some extra time on our part, and further descrip-
tions of each are elsewhere in today’s bulletin. One is happening here on the
six Thursday evenings of Lent at 7:00 p.m. It is a Bible Study on the Book of
Exodus, led by Barbara Shanahan, who has taught Bible classes in our diocese
for 25 years. The second is signing up for a small faith-sharing group in our
new Lenten renewal program called Journey to Easter. You could even sign up
for both, if you wanted. Each is a great opportunity to learn more about our

faith and to grow more deeply in faith this Lent.

Lastly, | want to remind everyone that there is a special gathering for all those
who are currently serving as Eucharistic Ministers to the Sick and anyone else
who might be interested in volunteering for this ministry on Monday, February
18 at 7:00 p.m. in Queen of Heaven Church.

They all take the
risk and willingly embrace God's call, giving whatever they have. Because they know
God is with them as they turn in a new direction to follow Him. We may not be called to make such radical
changes as quitting a job or moving to another country for God. But He does constantly call us to change, to
continuously improve — to follow the example of Jesus and give of ourselves for the benefit of others. Don't
be concerned that you may not measure up to what God wants. Break out of your comfort zone and answer
His call. Rest assured that when God calls, He will be with you.
