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Friends,
As we begin Advent [ want to offer two things that I think will be of great spiritual benefit for you during this holy time.

First, I cannot recommend enough the benefit of going to confession before Christmas. A glass of water is only as good as the glass in
which the water is put is clean. At Christmas, God pours out anew the grace of Bethlehem into the hearts and minds and souls of His
children. But, our ability to receive that Christmas grace and enable that grace to be fruitful is directly tied to the purity of our hearts
which receive it. St. Thomas Aquinas said that, “what is received is received according to mode of the receiver.” This means that howev-
er great a gift may be, it’s only as good as the receiver’s ability and capacity to make that gift fruitful. And that ability and capacity is
directly tied to our state of being when we receive the gift.

The way to maximize our Communion with God, and thus also our joy at Christmas, is by bringing ourselves to the best place we can
possibly be when the time comes to receive that gift. Being free of the brokenness of sin is the single greatest way to get there. For this
reason, amid all the other things we could possibly do to prepare for Christmas, nothing compares with readying ourselves by making a
sincere confession.

To that end, Fr. Lukasz and I will now add a new time for confession every week (for good ... even beyond Advent). In addition to our
current time each Wednesday from 4-5 PM, we will now also hear confessions every Saturday from 3:30-4:15 PM.

In addition to that, we will provide a great opportunity to go to confession on Sunday, December 16 beginning at 6pm and going as long
as needed. We plan to have 7 or 8 priests here that evening. It is going to be amazing. | hope you will take advantage of this opportunity.
I’ve included a good examination of conscience from Lifeteen in this week’s bulletin to help you prepare. More info to come on all of
this ...

Secondly, there’s a classic Advent Novena called “St. Andrew’s Novena” (because it typically begins on his Feast day of Nov. 30th).
The prayer below is said 15 times each day, from November 30-December 24. But, you can begin today and run it through December
24th or 25th for whatever intention your heart most desires.

Here’s the beautiful prayer to offer:

Hail and blessed be the hour and moment in which the Son of God was born Of the most pure Virgin Mary, at midnight, in Bethle-
hem, in the piercing cold. In that hour vouchsafe, I beseech Thee, O my God, to hear my prayer and grant my desires through the
merits of Our Savior Jesus Christ, and of His blessed Mother. Amen.
