Baptism: Baptismal preparation classes are held on the 3rd 
Wednesday of the month at 6 p.m.  Parents or parents-to-be are 
asked to call the parish office. Baptisms are celebrated on the 2nd 
and 4th Sundays of the month during or immediately following 
the 11 a.m. Mass. 
Marriage: Parishioners only may be married here, and must be active 
parishioners for 9 months prior to scheduling a wedding. Contact the 
parish priest at least 6 months prior to the ceremony to make 
arrangements. Weddings are celebrated on Friday evenings; 
Saturdays at 12 noon & 2:30 p.m. 
Ministry to the Sick & Homebound: Call the parish office to 
make arrangements for the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 
or to have Holy Communion brought to the home. Please notify 
the office of sick parishioners who are in the hospital. 
RCIA: This process is designed for adults who are: 1) interested 
in be coming a Catholic; or 2) are baptized Catholics wishing to 
complete their initiation process by receiving the sacraments of 
Confirmation and/or Eucharist. Interested individuals should 
contact the parish office. 
Letters of Recommendation: A Letter of Recommendation to 
serve as a sponsor for the Sacrament of Baptism and/or 
Confirmation can be given only to registered members of the 
parish who are confirmed, attend Mass and receive the sacraments 
regularly. If the requesting person is married, the marriage must 
have taken place in conformity with the laws of the Church.
