LIFE ISSUES FORUM: ROE V. WADE: QUESTIONS AND AN-
SWERS

In more than four decades, haven’t people come to accept the policy of
Roe vs Wade?

No, Public opposition to legalized abortion remains strong. The vast majori-
ty of Americans oppose the policy of unlimited abortion imposed by Roe,
and most believe abortion should not be legal for the reasons it is most often
performed. A May 2018 Gallup poll shows the 65% of Americans said
abortion should be illegal in the second trimester and 81% said abortion
should be illegal in the last trimester. A 2018 Marist poll shows that 51% of
women said abortion should never be permitted (9%) or permitted only in
cases of rape, incest, and to save the woman'’s life. (42%)
