Initiation Ministry for Adults and  

Minors of School Age  

 

At this year’s Easter Vigil, we had the privilege of welcoming 17 new fully 

initiated members into our Parish Community. We are now forming a new 

group to begin the process of initiation into the Catholic Church – a     

process referred to as RCIA, that is the Rite of Christian Initiation for 

Adults. 

 

The program begins with a period of Inquiry, which allows the individual an 

opportunity to ask questions and understand the process used to prepare 

an individual for entrance into the church. We welcome those who have 

never been baptized, those who have been baptized in another               

denomination.  

 

If a family has teens or elementary age children who are seeking to 

become Catholic or have never been baptized, special groups will be     

forming to provide age-appropriate catechesis, beginning in the Fall.
