In the last month and a half, we have been horrified by the
headlines about clergy sex abuse. Each new revelation has
brought new waves of revulsion, sadness, anger and concern.
One person shared, that this kind of news, “can shake the faith
of dedicated believers, it can make it hard for us to respond to
neighbors who ask us hard questions about our Church.” It
breaks our hearts and we feel “betrayed.” For the last 4 weeks
groups have been meeting in Listening Circles to express their
anger, sadness, grief etc. about this tragedy.

On Wednesday October 10th at 7 p.m. in an Evening Prayer
service, the entire parish community is invited to come together
in prayer in these dark times. This will be an opportunity to
come to terms, in prayer, with the crisis of the sex abuse and
its cover-up by church leadership. The reality is that we will be
grappling with this for some time and we need God’s help. We
are a community of faith in God and it is to God, whom we
must turn if we are to move forward. We will pray for healing
for abuse victims, for mercy, and for justice to be made present
in this very challenging period. Come let us go to the Lord in
prayer and incline our hearts to the Holy Spirit for a Christ-
centered response this calamity.
