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A World War II army chaplain related that during the battle on 
Guadalcanal a soldier threw himself on a Japanese grenade that 
landed among his mortar crew. The soldier survived the explo-
sion, but he was horribly wounded and disfigured.  

The chaplain visited the young hero in the hospital and asked 
him, “Why did you take that hundred to one chance?”  

The soldier smiled and replied, “It was like this, Father. I was 
ready to die. I went to confession before the battle, but I didn’t 
know if the other guys were ready.”  

Thanks to the sacrament of Penance he received before the bat-
tle, the soldier received forgiveness for his sins. He reasoned 
that maybe his buddies weren’t so fortunate. They may have 
been killed in battle with mortal sins on their souls. This gener-
ous GI hero offered his life to save the souls of his buddies. 
What an example of genuine Catholic heroism!  

I’ve heard many priests lament that people don’t go to confes-
sion anymore. If you’ve read these bulletin inserts for any 
length of time, you know that I’ve frequently shared that la-
ment. The best conclusion I could draw as to why Catholics 
avoid the confessional is that they simply haven’t been fully 
taught about Penance and its importance. The COVID-19 pan-
demic, however, has made me realize that there may be more to 
it than that.  

As a Catholic convert and veteran myself—someone who’s 
been tested by fire in both categories—I hate cowardice and 
see everything that’s important in life as bigger than myself. 
Frankly, I thought most people were like that. I was wrong. 
Consequently, I spent months watching in dismay as Catholics 
(most American citizens, actually) cowered down in fear for 
their lives. The bishops curtailed Masses at a time when we 
needed more of them rather than fewer of them. For the first 
time in American history we shut down our nation because we 
were afraid of getting sick.  

Admittedly, getting sick with COVID-19 could be lethal, if 
you’re in an at-risk category. Mrs. Sixpack and I are both most 
certainly in that category, but we refused to allow something as 
trivial as the possibility of death to cause us to cower down. 
Look folks, we’re Catholics. Life is short, even if you live to be 
a hundred. For us, death is the gateway to eternal life, and 
that’s a good thing. Certainly we need to take appropriate 
measures to avoid the virus (good hygiene, for example), but 
we don’t quit living life.  

Every one of us will die. As the old adage goes, none of us will 
get out of this alive. The time of your death was determined the 
instant your immortal soul was created. You’re not going to die 
one second before God wants you to, and you’re not going to 
remain alive one second longer than He wants you to. It 
doesn’t matter if you have a heart attack, get terminal cancer, 
step out in front of a bus, or Haley’s Comet comes crashing 
down on top of you, when it’s your time to go, your gone. 
That’s just the way it is.  

I did a little research on the pandemic of 1918. What I read and 
saw in images refreshed my memory on what America used to 
be like. Not only did we not shut down, but we actually thrived. 
There were no government welfare programs—so-called safety 

nets—to take care of people, so people had to go out and earn a 
living. And Masses? Every bishop in the country did what he 
was supposed to do: command an increase in the number of 
public Masses. Indeed, I saw one picture in San Francisco 
where ladies filled the pews at the cathedral, while the men 
spilled out onto the streets, kneeling on the curb. They did what 
Catholics were supposed to do: beg God for deliverance 
through the highest form of worship, which is the Mass.  

What’s happened to us? Well, it’s pretty obvious to me that 
God isn’t believed in anymore… at all. I suggest that even the 
vast majority of Catholics who profess a belief in God are 
merely paying lip service to that belief in Him. I contend that 
the Catholic American people no longer worship the one true 
God, but rather worship a new god: self. We focus more on our 
health and lives than we do on the only important thing in life: 
God.  

Because we worship ourselves, we don’t believe we sin. After 
all, as gods we’re perfect. We don’t need confession because 
that would be to admit we’re flawed, and we can’t have that. 
To admit we’re flawed will harm our self-image, and that is oh-
so-awful. That’s just plain wrong.  

I’ve got news for everyone. We’re not gods. We’re not perfect. 
And most of us don’t even try to become perfect, despite that 
Jesus commanded us to do so in Matthew 5:48. Instead we live 
as materialistically as we possibly can, then hunker down in 
cowardice when our god-like existence is threatened.  

It’s way past time for us to act like real Catholics and real 
Americans. Real Catholic Americans tackle life undaunted by 
fear. Being afraid is perfectly normal, but it’s what you do with 
your fear that determines whether you’re a Catholic or a cow-
ard. When we live as cowards we tell God that we don’t trust 
or believe in Him and His almighty power. Just read the book 
of Acts to see how real Catholics are supposed to live—the 
way we used to live.  

Back in the time of the pandemic of 1918 (actually, up until 
sometime shortly after Vatican II), priests had to sit in the con-
fessional all day every Saturday. Why? Because everyone 
wanted to make certain they were worthy to receive Commun-
ion on Sunday. You know, a time when Catholics actually be-
lieved in the Real Presence. Today, though, in most parishes 
the time for confession is only fifteen minutes a week. I sup-
pose that’s because gods like us don’t sin.  

Make your priest do something he’s never done before. Make 
him spend all day on Saturday in the confessional. Spill your 
guts to him about all the things you’ve done to drive nails into 
the flesh of Jesus. Then force yourself into the habit of visiting 
Jesus every week in the person of your priest. Return to your 
Catholic roots. Once again become real Catholic Americans.  

Going to confession means knowing and understanding what is 
sin and what isn’t. Visit JoeSixpackAnswers.com and fill in the 
sign-up form there. Then, as the invitations come, begin attend-
ing my weekly webinars to learn all you need to know. You’ll 
be glad you did… eternally so.

ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 

Human history reveals many periods where people lost a sense of 
God’s transcendence. It may even be argued that human beings 
have been wandering and lost more than they have been at home 
and focused. Human nature being what it is, we struggle with 
who God really is — the God of our salvation history or the 
“gods” of human constructs. Relying on our own designs and 
pursuits, we forget that we really are meant to listen to One upon 
whom the Spirit of the Lord rests, Jesus Christ, and not to our-
selves. That same history that reveals our fickleness and infideli-
ty also reveals God’s constancy and faithfulness. God always 
finds us. 

As people wander and fumble to find their way, God is there 
bringing them back to holiness and giving them the assurance of 
His presence. We have to allow God’s Word, God’s life, to touch 
us and change us. It can make us more flexible and attentive to 
the sacred in all facets of life so that every day is one that is holy. 
Every day is a time when fulfillment is possible for one’s soul. 
Jesus stood before those gathered in the synagogue as the fulfill-
ment of words of promise that were echoed long ago. God 
doesn’t forget. He always comes for us. 

Now it is time to remember to go to God. Sometimes our lives 
are so confused and tangled that it is difficult to see the Word and 
hand of God. But when we realize, deep within, the depth of 
friendship God offers to us it really has the power to turn sadness 
to joy. The promise is fulfilled. Going frequently to God’s Word, 
allowing ourselves to be enriched and rejuvenated, and pondering 
the certainly of God’s fidelity and promise permanently trans-
forms us. We will be more aware of the sacred and the holy and 
less invested in things that pull us away.

Saint of the Week 

One of the most famous members of the 
Dominican Order, St. Thomas Aquinas 
(1225 – 1274) is well-known by many for 
his theological work, “The Summa Theologi-
ae.” Born in Italy, his mother wanted him to 
become a Benedictine and had high hopes 
that he would eventually become abbot of 
Monte Cassino, where he spent much of his 
youth. To change his vocation, she had him 
kidnapped by his brothers on his way to Par-
is at the age of 19. He spent two years in 
their captivity. Despite this, nothing could 
shake him from his vocation to become a 
Dominican priest and he was eventually re-
leased. Once free, he went to Paris and then 
to Cologne, where he finished his studies 
with Albert the Great.   

His greatest contribution to the Catholic 
Church is his writings. The unity, harmony, 
and continuity of faith and reason, of re-
vealed and natural human knowledge, en-
compasses his writings. The Summa Theolo-
giae, his last and, unfortunately, uncomplet-
ed work, deals with the whole of Catholic 
theology. 

The patron saint of teachers, theologians and 
students, St. Thomas Aquinas died in 1274. 
His life and the impact he had on the whole 
Church, however, remains alive today.

Planta tus obras en la Palabra 

 

Una de las cosas acerca de las Escrituras es que 

incluso la palabra más pequeña y la frase más corta 

pueden ser críticas para el mensaje general. Cuando 

tomas un momento de tranquilidad para descansar 

con la Palabra, te das cuenta de la rapidez con la que 

la oración más mundana puede llegar y atraparte, 

llevándote a una contemplación más profunda de 

alguna verdad que ni siquiera habías considerado 

hasta entonces. 

 

Pero a menudo fallamos en actuar como los israelitas 

en el Libro de Nehemías, parados frente a la Puerta del 

Agua "escuchando atentamente." Ya sea en la Misa 

durante la Liturgia de la Palabra o en casa estudiando 

detenidamente la Biblia, una y otra vez nos           

encontramos menos conscientes de lo que podríamos 

estar. Nuestros oídos aceptan los sonidos de las 

palabras y nuestros ojos miran la forma de las letras. 

 

Pero ¿somos conscientes, de verdad? 

 

La mejor respuesta, esperemos sea, al menos algunas 

veces. Siempre hay tareas que completar, problemas 

que pesan en nuestras mentes y que no podemos 

entregar muy bien a Dios. Nos perdemos en estas 

cosas en lugar de en las Escrituras. Nos 

"registramos" con la lectura de la Biblia en lugar de 

"sumergirnos." 

 

Nunca podemos olvidar que las palabras del Señor son 

espíritu y vida. Ellas son el suelo que aviva la semilla 

de toda corresponsabilidad. No hay conciencia plena, 

oración, gracia, gratitud, responsabilidad o sentido de 

compromiso a menos que exista la Palabra. 

 

Así que oremos hoy por la conciencia plena, que cada 

una de nuestras acciones se base en la ley de Dios, 

dándole verdadero espíritu y vida.

«TRES PERSONAS DISTINTAS Y UN SOLO DIOS VERDADERO» 

Al final del largo trabajo de reflexión que llevaron     
adelante los Padres de la Iglesia y que quedó consignado 

en las definiciones de los Concilios, LA IGLESIA HABLA 

DEL PADRE, DEL HIJO y del ESPÍRITU SANTO como de 

TRES “PERSONAS”, que SUBSISTEN en LA UNIDAD DE 

LA IDÉNTICA NATURALEZA DIVINA (“Unus Deus       
Trinitas...”). 

 

Decir “PERSONA” significa hacer referencia a un ente 

único de naturaleza racional, como oportunamente 
esclarece ya Boecio en su famosa definición (“Persona 

proprie dicitur rationalis naturae individua substantia”). 

Pero la Iglesia antigua hace rápidamente la precisión de 
que la naturaleza intelectual de Dios no se multiplica con 

las Personas; PERMANECE SIENDO ÚNICA, de tal   

manera que el creyente puede proclamar con el Símbolo 

“Quicumque”: "NO TRES DIOSES, SINO UN ÚNICO 

DIOS”. 
 

Tengamos en cuenta que, “para la formulación del    

dogma de la Trinidad, la Iglesia debió crear una      

terminología propia con ayuda de nociones de    

origen filosófico: “substancia”, “persona” o 

“hipóstasis”, “relación”, etc. Al hacer esto, no sometía la 

fe a una sabiduría humana, sino que daba un sentido 

nuevo, sorprendente, a estos términos destinados 
también a significar en adelante un Misterio inefable, 

‘infinitamente más allá de todo lo que podemos concebir 

según la medida humana’ (Pablo VI, Credo del Pueblo de 

Dios, 2)” (CEC 251). 
 

De esta manera, como enseña el papa san Juan Pablo II 

en su catequesis durante la audiencia general del    

miércoles 04 de diciembre de 1985, el misterio aquí se 

hace profundísimo: TRES PERSONAS DISTINTAS Y UN 

SOLO DIOS. ¿Cómo es posible? La razón comprende que 

no hay contradicción, porque LA TRINIDAD ES DE LAS 

PERSONAS Y LA UNIDAD DE LA NATURALEZA DIVINA. Pero 
queda la dificultad: cada una de las Personas es el 

mismo Dios, entonces ¿cómo pueden distinguirse     

realmente? 

 
La respuesta que nuestra razón balbucea se apoya en el 

concepto de “RELACIÓN”. Las tres Personas divinas se 

distinguen entre sí únicamente por LAS RELACIONES QUE 

TIENEN UNA CON OTRA: y precisamente por la relación 

de Padre a Hijo, de Hijo a Padre; de Padre e Hijo a 

Espíritu, de Espíritu a Padre e Hijo. En Dios, pues, el 

Padre es pura PATERNIDAD, el Hijo pura FILIACIÓN, el 

Espíritu Santo puro “NEXO DE AMOR” de los Dos, de 

modo que las distinciones personales no dividen la 

misma y única Naturaleza divina de los Tres (cf. CEC 

253). 

 

El XI Concilio de Toledo (año 675) precisa con finura: “Lo 
que es el Padre, lo es no con referencia a Sí, sino con 

relación al Hijo; y lo que es el Hijo, no lo es con        

referencia a Sí, sino con relación al Padre; del mismo 
modo el Espíritu Santo, en cuanto es llamado Espíritu del 

Padre y del Hijo, lo es no con referencia a Sí, sino    

relativamente al Padre y al Hijo” (DS 528). 

 

El Concilio de Florencia (año 1442) pudo, pues,          
afirmar: “Estas tres Personas son un único Dios (...) 

porque única es la sustancia de los Tres, única la    

esencia, única la naturaleza, única la divinidad, única la 
inmensidad, única la eternidad; efectivamente, en Dios 

todo es una sola cosa, donde no hay oposición de    

relación” (DS 1330; cf. CEC 255). 

 
Las relaciones que distinguen así al Padre, al Hijo y al 

Espíritu Santo, y que los dirigen realmente Uno al Otro 

en su mismo ser, tienen en sí mismas todas las riquezas 

de luz y de vida de la naturaleza divina, con la que se 

identifican totalmente. Son RELACIONES 

“SUBSISTENTES”, que en virtud de su impulso vital 

salen al encuentro una de la otra en una comunión, en la 

cual la totalidad de la Persona es apertura a la otra, 
paradigma supremo de la sinceridad y libertad        

espiritual a la que deben tender las relaciones         

interpersonales humanas, siempre muy lejanas de este 

modelo transcendente. 
 

A este respecto observa el Concilio Vaticano II: “El 

Señor Jesús, cuando ruega al Padre que ‘todos sean 

uno, como nosotros también somos uno’ (Jn. 17,21-22), 
abriendo perspectivas cerradas a la razón humana, 

sugiere una cierta semejanza entre la unión de las 

personas divinas y la unión de los hijos de Dios en la 

verdad y en la caridad. Esta semejanza demuestra que 
el hombre, única criatura terrestre a la que Dios ha 

amado por sí misma, no puede encontrar su propia 

plenitud si no es en la entrega sincera de sí mismo a los 

demás” (GS 24). 
 

Si la perfectísima UNIDAD DE LA TRES PERSONAS 

DIVINAS es el vértice transcendente que ilumina toda 

forma de auténtica comunión entre nosotros, seres 
humanos, es justo que nuestra reflexión retorne con 

frecuencia a la contemplación de este misterio, al que 

tan frecuentemente se alude en el Evangelio. Baste 

recordar las palabras de Jesús: “Yo y el Padre somos 
una sola cosa” (Jn. 10,30); y también: “Creed al menos a 

las obras, para que sepáis y conozcáis que el Padre está 

en mí y yo en el Padre” (Jn. 10,38). Y en otro contexto: 
“Las palabras que yo os digo no las hablo de mí mismo; 

el Padre que mora en mí, hace sus obras. Creedme, que 

yo estoy en el Padre y el Padre en mí” (Jn 14, 10-11). 

 
Los antiguos escritores eclesiásticos se detienen con 

frecuencia a tratar de esta RECÍPROCA                 

COMPENETRACIÓN DE LAS PERSONAS DIVINAS. Los 

Griegos la   definen como “perichóresis”, el Occidente 
(especialmente desde el siglo XI) como 

“circumincessio” (recíproco compenetrarse) o 

“circuminsessio” (inhabitación recíproca). El Concilio de 

Florencia expresó esta verdad trinitaria con las      
siguientes palabras: “Por esta unidad (...) el Padre está 

todo en el Hijo, todo en el Espíritu Santo; el Hijo está 

todo en el Padre, todo en el Espíritu Santo; el Espíritu 

Santo está todo en el Padre, todo en el Hijo” (DS 1331). 
Las tres Personas divinas, los tres “Distintos”, siendo 

puras relaciones recíprocas, son el mismo Ser, la   

misma Vida, el mismo Dios. 

 

Ante este fulgurante MISTERIO DE COMUNIÓN, en el que 

se pierde nuestra pequeña mente, sube                   

espontáneamente a los labios la aclamación de la    

liturgia: “Gloria a Ti, Trinidad, / igual en las Personas, 
único Dios /, antes de todos los siglos, ahora y por 

siempre” (I Vísperas de la Santísima Trinidad). Así junto 

a toda la Iglesia celebremos por tercer año el Domingo 

de la Palabra de Dios, para comprender la riqueza 
inagotable que proviene del diálogo constante de Dios 

con su pueblo; permitiendo que como Iglesia reavivemos 

el gesto del Resucitado que abre también para nosotros 

el tesoro de su Palabra para que podamos anunciar por 
todo el mundo esta riqueza inagotable. Por ello,      

hagamos espacio a la Palabra de Dios. Leamos algún      

versículo de la Biblia cada día. Comencemos por el 

Evangelio, dejemos que nos inspire diariamente…     
Descubriremos que Dios está cerca de nosotros, que 

ilumina nuestra oscuridad, que nos guía con amor a lo 

largo de nuestra vida.
